PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 510 to criminalize conducting or prolonging a breast, pelvic, or genital examination for purposes of sexual gratification.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 172 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure indicates a person is guilty of unlawfully performing a physical examination when he or she is, or pretends falsely to be, a physician, nurse, physician assistant, nursing assistant, X-ray technician, or mental health care professional and performs or prolongs, a breast examination, a genital examination, a genital examination including a female pelvic examination, or a rectal examination solely for the purpose of sexual gratification, arousal, or abuse.  The measure provides a Class D felony for unlawfully performing a physical examination.

The number of crime events associated with this measure is expected to be minimal.  However, local law enforcement would be responsible for investigating complaints, and that would require additional training.  Local government would be responsible for housing individuals charged with these crimes through the period of conviction and final sentencing.  The costs to local governments for housing prisoners is $27.51 per day with an average time between conviction and sentencing approximately 45 days.
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
