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A RESOLUTION relating to Kentuckians serving in the United States Armed Forces.

WHEREAS, the men and women soldiers of this Commonwealth who have been called to serve and protect the freedoms of the United States and the world against terrorism are saluted for their bravery, devotion, and patriotism; and

WHEREAS, many of the men and women were pursuing postsecondary education degrees at the Commonwealth's public and independent institutions at the time they were called and deployed to military installations in the United States and in foreign countries; and

WHEREAS, the returning soldiers who have served our country deserve the gratitude and respect of every citizen of the Commonwealth and every opportunity to resume their personal and professional lives;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives strongly urges the public and independent colleges and universities in the Commonwealth to support the soldiers and make every effort to restore their academic standing by assuring their re-entry and transition into the academic environment is without unnecessary burdens and obstacles.

Section 2.   Postsecondary education institutions are encouraged to suspend rules and policies relating to academic courses, credits, tuition, scholarships, and financial assistance on behalf of returning soldiers if it does not unduly burden the institution.

Section 3.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to all public and independent colleges and universities, the Council on Postsecondary Education, and the Kentucky Community and Technical College System.
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
