Dewey and Doris Gordon Browning were esteemed members and active citizens of the Daviess County community; when we reflect upon their lives, we will remember them for the devoted love they shared for one another, the many friendships they made and sustained through the years, the genuine love and concern they had for their fellow man, and the charitable causes they so generously supported; and

WHEREAS, the premature passing of R. Dewey and Doris Gordon Browning has left a void that cannot be filled, and they are mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
