On page 1, after line 11 by inserting the following:

"Section 2.
  Whereas many school districts have experienced disastrous weather conditions during the 2002-03 school year that have closed or destroyed roads making school bus transportation impossible and causing schools to be closed for many days, the commissioner of education, notwithstanding any other statute to the contrary or administrative regulation to the contrary, shall approve ten (10) disaster days for a school district that has been closed at least twenty (20) days. Certified personnel shall continue to report to work and participate in instructional activities or professional development during the ten (10) disaster days. School districts receiving this dispensation from the commissioner of education shall not lose any state funds as a result of this action.

Section 3.
Whereas school districts must know how to adjust the school calendar for the remaining part of the school year, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.".
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
