Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 525.010 to define "detention facility"; amend KRS 525.020 relating to riot in the first degree to increase penalty from Class D to Class C felony when crime occurs in a detention facility; amend KRS 525.030 relating to riot in the second degree to increase penalty from Class A misdemeanor to Class D felony when crime occurs in a detention facility; amend KRS 525.040 relating to inciting to riot to increase penalty from Class A misdemeanor to Class D felony when crime occurs in a detention facility.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department of Corrections (DOC) averages one commitment per year for Riot I with a two-year sentence (15.6 months average time-served).  Increasing the felony to a Class C offense would result in an average sentence of six years (34.5 months average time-served).  The DOC estimates, therefore, that this bill may result in one additional inmate in FY 05.

The DOC estimates that increasing the sentence for Riot II and Inciting a Riot from a misdemeanor to a Class D felony could result in two additional felony convictions in FY 04 and four additional felony convictions in FY 05 with two year sentences (15.6 months average time-served).


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, the DOC estimates that this bill could result in two additional inmates in FY 04 at a cost of approximately $21,000 and five additional inmates in FY 05 at a cost of approximately $53,800.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population and therefore impose new cost obligations on the Department of Corrections.
