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AN ACT relating to tuition waivers for principals.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 164 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
When funds are provided in the biennial budget to reimburse the public postsecondary institutions for the requirements of this section, school principals and assistant principals may, with prior approval of the course-offering institution, take a maximum of six (6) credit hours per term at any public postsecondary institution and pay no tuition. The postsecondary institution shall waive the tuition up to a maximum of six (6) credit hours.

(2)
The principals covered in this section may exercise the tuition-free course option only if there is available space within a given course offering. A postsecondary institution shall not be required to establish a course to meet principal requests.

(3)
The tuition-free courses may be used to partially satisfy requirements for an advanced degree.

(4)
The Council on Postsecondary Education and each public postsecondary education institution shall establish the procedures for implementing the provisions of this section, effective August 1, 2003.
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
