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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Master Sergeant Clinton Wayne Cubert.

WHEREAS, thousands of young American lives have been placed in harm's way in defense of freedom as America fights terrorism and oppression in Iraq and other hostile areas, and these brave men and women have valiantly answered the call to arms with bravery of heart and steadfast courage. In addition to the hundreds of soldiers who have given their lives in service to their country, many others have sustained significant injuries that have life-altering consequences; and

WHEREAS, Master Sergeant Clinton Wayne Cubert, a platoon leader for the 4th Platoon, known as the "Guardians," answered duty's call and was deployed to Iraq. On September 11, 2005, while conducting a daily mission in which he and his platoon were guarding a convoy traveling through Balad, his truck was hit by a remote-controlled bomb, and Master Sergeant Cubert was wounded as shrapnel entered his neck and side, piercing his lung, and the blast from the bomb fragmented his skull and resulted in severe brain injury. Not expected to survive, this brave Kentuckian was transported to a hospital in Balad, then to Landstuhl, Germany, before being flown to Bethesda Naval Hospital where he remained in a coma for some weeks. Against all odds, Master Sergeant Cubert did survive, and underwent several weeks of painful rehabilitation at Walter Reed Medical Center and at Veterans Medical Center in Tampa, Florida, before returning home to Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, this loving husband and father who had enjoyed hunting, boating and fishing, and spending time with his wife, Amy, and his daughters, Sarah and Alisha, is now fighting a different kind of battle, as he struggles to recover from the terrible wounds he sustained in defense of freedom, and to find available the physical therapy he so desperately needs. Master Sergeant Cubert, despite his physical condition, remains steadfast in his love and devotion to his family, his country, and his God, and will forever be proud to be a soldier who stood in our stead in defense of freedom;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby salutes Master Sergeant Clinton Wayne Cubert, husband, father, soldier, and hero, for whom, as was said of the Marines of Iwo Jima, "uncommon valor was a common virtue."

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Master Sergeant Cubert and wishes to him and his family its heartfelt thanks for his service, his bravery, and his sacrifice, and the members extend to him our fervent prayers for God's care.
