PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 148/SCS retains the original provisions of the measure except that applicants for any motor vehicle registration issued under KRS 186.050 would have the opportunity to make a two dollar ($2) donation to promote a hunger relief program administered by the Department of Fish and Wildlife, instead of the County Clerks being required to physically request each applicant to make a donation. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 148/SCS on local governments will likely be minimal.

SB 148/SCS would require County Clerks, at the time of motor vehicle registration, to accept voluntary $2 donations for a hunger relief program administered by the Department of Fish and Wildlife. County Clerks would continue to have a duty to receive, account for, and report the voluntary donations to the Transportation Cabinet. County Clerks may retain five percent (5%) of the two dollar donation.

Four County Clerks were contacted to determine if administrative expenses would be incurred by the Clerk's Office while only collecting and accounting for the donations, instead of also being required to request a voluntary donation. The consensus was that the expense of administering a donation process would be minimal. One County Clerk did indicate that his minimal expense estimate was based on the understanding that any funds collected would be transmitted to the Transportation Cabinet, and that that agency would remit the funds to the State Treasurer for subsequent transmittal to the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources.
