MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 101 GA requires the Cabinet for Health and Family Services (CHFS) to begin preparation for the implementation of a registry of persons found to have abused, neglected, or exploited an adult.  In addition, HB 101 GA prohibits providers of adult institutional and community-based long term care services, including those providing services and supports through the Kentucky Independence Plus Through Consumer Directed Services and Supported Living programs, from employing a person whose name appears on the registry.  Persons not to be placed on the registry until the administrative appeals process has been completed and finding has been upheld.  Upon implementation of the registry, requires CHFS to promulgate administrative regulations to establish the content of  the registry and the appeals process.  Deletes the requirement for a fee assessment on providers covered by this Act to cover related CHFS costs.  Names on registry shall be available to potential employers and the public.
HB 101 GA further requires the Cabinet, if federal funds become available for the National Background Check Program, to implement a fingerprints-based background check program for all employees working in a long term care setting.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:   HB 101 GA creates a new section of KRS 209 to define terms, requires CHFS to begin to prepare to implement a registry of each person against whom a charge of abuse, neglect, or exploitation of an adult has been substantiated; requires adult institutional and community based long term care service providers to not employ a person whose name appears on the registry; upon implementation of the registry, requires the secretary to promulgate regulations to establish the information to be included on the registry and  the appeals process; requires the cabinet to implement a fingerprint-based background check program if federal funds become available for the National Background Check Program from the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services; amends KRS 205.5606 to require that each person that provides services under the Kentucky Independence Plus through Consumer-Directed Services shall not employ a person whose name appears on the registry; amends KRS 210.795 to require that a person on the registry is ineligible to be a Supported Living provider under that statute and providers shall not employ persons whose name appear on the registry; amends KRS 209.140 to state that the names of persons against whom charges of abuse, neglect, or exploitation have been substantiated may be available to potential employers and the public.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Per the Cabinet for Health and Family Services (CHFS) since the bill requires the cabinet to "begin preparation for implementation of a registry" for persons found to have abused, neglected, or exploited an adult, there will be no fiscal impact to the cabinet during this biennium.  The current Governor, at a press conference held on February 11, 2011, stated that he is committed to including funding for an adult abuse registry in his 2012 budget proposal. 
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
