He leaves behind his beloved wife, Donnie Staples; two sons, Jay Staples and his wife Jama, and G. Scott Staples; three grandchildren, Taylor, Jes, and Ryan Scott Staples; two step-grandchildren, Kevin and Matt Stiles; a half brother, Eugene Staples; countless cherished friends; and an entire community of individuals who greatly admired and respected him. Mr. Staples will be greatly missed, but his many good deeds will continue to positively impact the lives of others for years to come, and he will be remembered with love and gratitude;
