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AN ACT relating to the mass foreclosure of nuisance liens

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 82 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
In addition to those powers granted in this chapter for the collection of liens relating to the abatement of public nuisances, any city of the second through the sixth class may enforce collection of any nuisance liens due it by utilizing a mass foreclosure action in rem similar to that authorized by the provisions of KRS 91.484 to 91.527, except that the statute of limitations shall, in all cases, be that set forth in KRS 134.420.

(2)
The local government shall possess a lien on property for all fines, penalties, charges, and fees imposed relating to the abatement of the nuisance. The lien shall be superior to and have priority over all other liens on the property, except state, county, school board, and city taxes.

(3)
Nothing in this section shall affect the rights or obligations between the owner of the property and those persons who claim a security interest in the property.
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
