MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 174 is to amend KRS 157.320, 158.060, and 157.360 to provide state funding to local school districts for those students who are eligible for free and reduced-price lunch and who attend full-day kindergarten. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 157.320, KRS 158.060, and 157.360 to provide state funding to local school districts for those students who are eligible for free and reduced-price lunch and who attend full-day kindergarten. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 174 is indeterminable due to the inability  to precisely calculate the number of pupils who qualify for free or reduced-price lunch by grade level.  The number of pupils who qualify for free or reduced-price lunch is only available at the aggregate school level.  Although the actual fiscal impact is indeterminable, the following cost elements are provided:

Pursuant to data provided by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE), the estimated cost of providing state funding for all pupils to attend a kindergarten program is estimated to be $74,175,300* in FY 2000-2001.

Approximately fifty-five percent (55%) of the total pupil population meet the eligibility requirements for free or reduced-price lunch.  Therefore, the estimated cost of providing state funding to support all eligible free or reduced-price lunch pupils attending a kindergarten program would be approximately $40,796,400 ($74,175,300 X 55%).

Pursuant to HB 174, additional state funding would only be provided for eligible free or reduced-price pupils who actually attend a full-day kindergarten program.  KDE estimates that approximately sixty percent (60%) of all pupils currently attending kindergarten are in full-day programs.  Therefore, the estimated cost of providing state funding for all pupils who attend a full-day kindergarten program and who are also eligible for free or reduced-price lunch would be $24,477,800 ($40,796,400 X 60%).

* Does not include estimate of additional facilities cost which may be required.
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
