PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This legislation creates new section of KRS 304.17A to provide for treatment for mental health conditions at the same level as treatment for physical health conditions in health benefit plans. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

Based on information provided by the Personnel Cabinet, a projected .195% increase in health ratesfor the health insurance program for state government would occur as a result of the provisions of HB 268/GA.  This percentage increase was applied to existing rates for the various types (HMO, PPO, POS, etc.) of health insurance.  ($400,000,000 x .195%) = $780,000
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
