MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Creates a 15 member Kentucky Emergency Medical Services Council to meet at least every other month, and be administratively supported by the Cabinet for Health Services to:  a)  regulate, by administrative regulation, all emergency medical services, personnel and trainers; b)  establish fees for emergency medical services;  c)  investigate, or cause to be investigated, complaints against emergency medical service providers, or trainers, and conduct hearings and discipline actions; d)  seek grants or funding for emergency medical services from any source;  e)  maintain liaisons with, and make recommendations to, the Kentucky Boards of Medical Licensure and Nursing and the Cabinet for Health Services; f)  adopt an emergency medical licensure plan; and, g)  authorize subcommittees, as necessary, to adopt rules and procedures.  Requires all health and motor vehicle insurance to cover emergency medical services.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates and amends various chapters of KRS Chapter 211 and 311 to specify new membership and duties for the Kentucky Emergency Medical Services Council;  Creates new sections of KRS Chapter 304 to specify that health and motor vehicle insurance cover ambulance services; Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 205 to specify that state health insurance programs cover ambulance services;  Creates and amends various sections of KRS Chapter 311 to provide for discipline and provision of services by paramedics.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 370 will cost the Department for Public Health approximately $50,000 in General Fund support each year for travel expenses for the Council members.
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
