On Page 3, line 24, after the period, by inserting, "The consolidated local government council shall have all the power and authority that the board of aldermen of the city of the first class and all the power that the fiscal court of the county containing a city of the first class have exercised under the Constitution and the laws of the Commonwealth prior to the consolidation."; and

On Page 6, line 14, by deleting, "Governor, in accordance with Section 152 of the Constitution,", and inserting in lieu thereof, "consolidated local government council"; and

On Page 6, line 15, by deleting, "Upon notification of the vacancy by the county clerk, the Governor", and inserting in lieu thereof, "The consolidated local government council"; and

On Page 10, line 2, after "Kentucky for", by deleting the remainder of that line and inserting in lieu thereof, "all purposes."; and

On Page 10, lines 3 and 4, by deleting them in their entirety; and

On Page 10, lines 14 to 27, after "(2)", by deleting them in their entirety; and

On Page 11, line 2, by renumbering "(4)" to "(3)"; and

On Page 11, line 8, by inserting at the beginning of the line "(1)"; and

On Page 11, after line 13, by inserting, "(2)
The legislative council may provide by ordinance for the consolidation under a common administration of the police departments in the previously existing city of the first class and the county. If a consolidation occurs, the legislative council shall provide that the number of sworn police officers assigned to work within the geographical boundaries of the previously existing city of the first class shall not be diminished except in proportion to any diminishment in the total number of police officers serving in the county as a whole or in proportion to the diminishment of the population in the territory now encompassed by the previously existing city of the first class in comparison to the total present population of the county. For purposes of any such adjustment, the number of sworn officers assigned to work within the boundaries of the previously existing city of the first class and in the county as a whole as of the date of the certification of the consolidation referendum, and the population of the previously existing city of the first class and the county as determined by the 2000 census shall be used."; and

On Page 11, line 21, after "class", by deleting, "or its"; and

On Page 11, line 22, by deleting it in its entirety; and

On Page 11, line 23, by deleting "expire", and inserting in lieu thereof, "but not in the county containing the city of the first class, or which is in effect in the county containing the city of the first class but not in the city of the first class, shall be given full force and effect in the area in which it was effective prior to the consolidation for a period of"; and

On Page 11, line 24, after the period, by inserting, "Any ordinance, resolution, or order shall thereafter cease to be effective. However, if there are two (2) ordinances on the same subject matter, one (1) enacted by the previously existing city of the first class and one (1) enacted by the county, which are not amended or reenacted by the new consolidated government within five (5) years, then the ordinances shall remain in effect after five (5) years except that the ordinances shall cease to be effective to the extent of any dissimilarity between the ordinances." and

On Page 20, after line 24, by inserting, "(2)
The consolidated local government may by ordinance provide for the differing modes of sanitation and fire services in different districts and areas within the county. If these differing modes are provided, expenditures for fire and sanitation services shall be paid from the property tax and fire district assessment applicable to the district and area. If the consolidated local government provides for differing rates of property tax assessment within different areas or districts of the county, revenues raised from these differing property tax rates and assessments shall be commensurate with the expenditures for the additional fire protection and sanitation services furnished, provided that in regard to services furnished to residents in the present boundaries of the previously existing city of the first class and additional taxes assessed upon residents within those boundaries, the council shall provide for those services and calculate the additional property tax assessments for the residents within those boundaries considered as a single taxing and service district."; and

On Page 22, line 27, after "court", by inserting "and the board of aldermen"; and

On Page 23, lines 2 through 7, after the "(2)", by deleting them in their entirety, and inserting in lieu thereof, "In the event that the fiscal court and the board of aldermen cannot agree within sixty (60) days after the certification of the election approving the consolidation of local governments on a plan to divide the county into twenty-six (26) districts, then the members of the board of aldermen and the county commissioners of the fiscal court shall meet in common council to decide the matter. In this common council, the three (3) county commissioners shall have four (4) votes each for a total of twelve (12) votes among them and the twelve (12) members of the board of aldermen shall have one (1) vote each for a total of twelve (12) votes among them."; and

On Page 23, lines 8, 11, 15, 17 and 21, by renumbering subsections "(4), (5), (6), (7), and (8)" as subsections "(2), (3), (4), (5), and (6)", respectively; and
