PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill provides that the responsibility for law enforcement on interstate highways and limited access state parkways shall be assumed solely by the State Police and the Transportation Cabinet, and makes provisions for certain exceptions (hot pursuit; observing criminal violation incidentally) and provides for a temporary waiver by the transportation cabinet which would temporarily permit local law enforcement on specified highways for a limited time and/or purpose.

The bill also provides that state police may request assistance from local law enforcement for response to particular incidents.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable, and minimal to moderate. Some savings may result for counties as a consequence of no longer exercising law enforcement responsibility on the interstate highways/state parkways in their respective counties (the fines for traffic violations go to the state, so there would be no lost revenue). In urban areas the situation would be more complex but there would be no additional cost involved.
