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AN ACT relating to spotlighting.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 525 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person is guilty of spotlighting when, being other than the landowner or tenant or a member of their immediate family, he or she casts the rays of a spotlight, vehicle headlight, or other artificial light onto private land without the permission of the landowner or tenant.
(2)
This section shall not apply to the rays of headlights of vehicles engaged in a normal course of travel, to peace officers acting in the line of duty, or utility workers engaged in legitimate utility service .

(3)
Spotlighting is a Class A misdemeanor.
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
