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A RESOLUTION requesting a comprehensive study of the alcoholic beverage control laws.

WHEREAS, many of the laws regulating alcoholic beverages have been in effect for decades and have remained in place despite changes in the affected industries; and

WHEREAS, those laws which have evolved in response to problems in the affected industries may now be outdated or inefficient; and

WHEREAS, the laws have become unnecessarily complex, inconsistent, and unclear because they have been repeatedly amended in a sometimes patchwork manner; and

WHEREAS, tens of bill drafts impacting the sale, distribution, and manufacture of alcoholic beverages are introduced in each Legislative Session; and

WHEREAS, the manufacture and availability of alcoholic beverages presents and represents excellent opportunities for economic development in the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly desires to facilitate economic development by making laws that are equitable and efficient and that best serve the citizens of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Licensing and Occupations is urged to study laws affecting and regulating alcoholic beverages and make recommendations to the 2002 General Assembly on updating and simplifying the laws. 

Section 2.   Provisions of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and designate a study completion date.
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
