MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 100/GA requires the Cabinet for Health Services to promulgate administrative regulations to address the scope of services for licensed adult day health care programs, and the manner in which case management for adult day health care patients is administered.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates a new section of Chapter 216B to require the Cabinet for Health Services to promulgate administrative regulations to address the scope of services for licensed adult day health care programs, and the manner in which case management for adult day health care patients is administered. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  SB 100/GA will not have a fiscal impact on the Cabinet for Health Services.

As of December, 1999, there were 157 licensed and/or approved adult day health care programs in Kentucky.  There are currently no Certificate of Need (CON) review criteria in the State Health Plan for adult day health care programs.  Therefore, CON applications for adult day health care programs receive an expedited review from the Office of CON.
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
