After the enacting clause by deleting all provisions of the bill and inserting in lieu the following:

Section 1.    For the purposes of this Section, "gray market" cigarettes means cigarettes that are manufactured in the United States for export, are exported, and are brought back into the United States for sale.

The Interim Joint Committee on Agriculture and Natural Resources shall undertake a study on gray market cigarette sales. The study shall include but not be limited to the following:

(a)
Inquiries regarding the effect that legislation banning gray market cigarettes sales has had in other states, including the legislation's effect on domestic sales in that state;

(b)
Inquiries regarding the effect that gray market cigarette sales are having on payments by participating manufacturers into the Master Settlement Agreement funds that are to be returned to states under the Master Settlement Agreement; and

(c)
Inquiries regarding the constitutionality and other legal questions raised by gray market cigarette legislation.

(2)
The study shall be completed and submitted to the Legislative Research Commission by August 1, 2001.

(3)
Provisions of this section to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
