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A RESOLUTION encouraging use of the Eddie Eagle Education Program.

WHEREAS, children are the Commonwealth's most valuable resource; and

WHEREAS, a firearm is present in about one-half of all American households; and

WHEREAS, children need to be fully educated in how to act safely around firearms; and

WHEREAS, children must learn that guns are not toys, and they must know what to do should they find a gun left accessible to them; and

WHEREAS, local districts are required to develop a district-wide safety program; and

WHEREAS, school-based decision making councils are responsible for selecting curricula and instructional materials, including those relating to safety instruction; and

WHEREAS, the Eddie Eagle Education Program by the National Rifle Association has been developed and used by school systems nationwide; and

WHEREAS, the Eddie Eagle Education Program was designed in partnership with teachers, school administrators, curriculum specialists, safety officials, clinical psychologists and National Rifle Association firearm safety experts; and

WHEREAS, the Eddie Eagle Education Program uses current teaching techniques and materials and provides for different learning styles; and

WHEREAS, the Eddie Eagle Education Program may be integrated into all areas of the school curriculum; and

WHEREAS, the Eddie Eagle Education Program materials are available at minimal cost to school organizations;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Local school districts and school councils are encouraged to use the Eddie Eagle Elementary Gun Safety Education Program to help prevent accidents related to firearms that involve children.

Section 2.   The Kentucky Department of Education is encouraged to make known the availability of the Eddie Eagle Elementary Gun Safety Education Program.
