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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette.

With deepest regret, we pay homage and tribute to Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, it is with heavy hearts and deep sadness when we reflect upon the tragic and untimely death of Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette in an airplane crash on January 18, 2000, in Carter County, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette was a former Maine Senator, and a two-time delegate to the Democrat Party's National Convention, and he also served as a fundraiser for the late United States Senator Edmund Muskie; and

WHEREAS, Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette was a prominent businessman, and he was chairman and chief executive officer of Cainbro Corporation, one of northern New England's largest construction companies; and

WHEREAS, Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette was a devoted husband and loving father of four children; and

WHEREAS, the tragic and untimely passing of Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the tragic and untimely passing of Alton Edgar "Chuck" Cianchette, and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
