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A RESOLUTION relating to Youth Awards for Honoring Excellence.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky Youth Awards for Honoring Excellence is hereby created. 

Section 2.   The House of Representatives Youth Awards for Honoring Excellence may be presented to each young man and young woman who meets or exceeds the following requirements for each classification of excellence being honored:

(1)
Kentucky Academic Scholar: A student shall be eligible with verification of the following minimum test scores:

(a)
Commonwealth English Scholar: 30 ACT or 650 SAT Verbal or 65 PSAT Verbal;

(b)
Commonwealth Math Scholar: 30 ACT or 650 SAT Math or 65 PSAT Math;

(c)
Commonwealth Science Scholar: 30 ACT - Science Reasoning Section;

(d)
Commonwealth Foreign Language Scholar: Total of four years in one foreign language or two years in two foreign languages with an "A" average or score at least 650 on SAT II in a foreign language;

(e)
Commonwealth Reading Scholar: 30 ACT - Reading Comprehension Section; and

(f)
Commonwealth Scholars for Biology, Chemistry, Chinese, French, German, Hebrew, Italian, Japanese, Korean, Latin, Literature, Mathematics Level 1 C, Mathematics Level II C, Physics, Spanish, World History, Writing, or United States History shall be awarded for SAT II scores of 650 or above.

Kentucky Perfect Attendance Award: A statement from the student's school principal that the student has at least three years of perfect attendance in high school.

Kentucky Outstanding Youth Leadership Award: A student shall be eligible with verification that he or she has been awarded the Gold Award for Girl Scouts, achieved the rank of Eagle Scout for Boy Scouts, been awarded the Mitchell Award for Civil Air Patrol Cadets, or has a letter from a church or synagogue official verifying three years of perfect attendance during high school for a weekly worship service.

Kentucky Physical Fitness Award: A student shall be eligible with a statement from a high school coach or physical education teacher verifying that the student has completed at least five of the following objectives for physical fitness:

Kentucky Patriot's Award: A student shall be eligible if he or she has been a member of the Junior ROTC for at least one year and maintained an "A" average or been a member for two years and maintained at least a "B" average or been a cadet in the Civil Air Patrol for at least three years and achieved the rank of airman.

Section 3.   Upon receipt of documentation as provided above, any member of the House of Representatives may forward the name of the youth to be honored to the Director of the Legislative Research Commission for printing of the appropriate citation. A vote of the House shall not be necessary for presentation of each award. 

Section 4.   The award may be presented retroactively to any person who qualified for any of the aforementioned honors.
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
