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A RESOLUTION honoring and congratulating Guy Morriss on becoming the new head football coach at the University of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Coach Guy Morriss's has served at the University of Kentucky for the past four years as the assistant head coach and offensive line coach; and

WHEREAS, Coach Guy Morriss's outstanding coaching abilities were apparent after 1998 season when the entire UK offensive line graduated and had to be replaced with underclassmen and the team still managed to rank 5th in the Southeastern Conference in scoring and total offense; and

WHEREAS, in 1996, prior to Coach Guy Morriss's arrival in Lexington, UK ranked 109th in the nation in total offense and with his leadership and offensive philosophy added a much-needed spark to the UK offense, which has been ranked in the top 15 in the nation in passing offense all three years since his arrival and in the top 10 in total offense for two of those years; and

WHEREAS, Coach Guy Morriss is an exceptionally qualified coach with experience both as a player and a coach, having played 15 years in the NFL and coaching for three and also coaching on the collegiate level at Valdosta State University, Mississippi State University, and the University of Kentucky;
