On page 1, after line 22, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 315 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
To be valid, any prescription for Viagra or any other prescription medication for the treatment of penile erectile dysfunction shall have the diagnosis written on the face of the prescription and signed by the practitioner acting in the usual course of his professional practice. A prescription written for Viagra or any other prescription medication for the treatment of penile erectile dysfunction shall be valid only for diagnoses included on the manufacturer's labeling or diagnoses approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration, and shall be dispensed only to a husband who:
(a)
Is present with his wife at the time the medication is dispensed;
(b)
Presents a certified copy of the marriage certificate;

(c)
Presents a copy of the King James Version of the Commandment Seven (7), which maintains that "Thou shalt not commit adultery," and professes allegiance to this prohibition;
(d)
Presents a valid state photographic identification that corresponds to the husband and wife to whom the medication is to be dispensed and who are also identified on the marriage certificate; and 

(e)
Is personally known by the pharmacist or whose address can be verified as being closest in geographic proximity to the pharmacist dispensing the medication, unless objection to dispensing the medication is made under Section 1 of this Act.
(2)
Each pharmacist who dispenses a medication under subsection (1) of this section shall counsel the persons receiving the medication about proper usage. Each pharmacist shall also maintain a list of referral sources for treatment of chronic pain and pain management and shall provide the persons receiving the medication with written materials detailing possible side effects and the resources available for their treatment.".
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
