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AN ACT relating to firearms and ammunition.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 446 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in KRS 16.220, 45A.047, 65.041, 218A.420, 500.090, 500.093, or any other statute which may apply to the retention of firearms or ammunition by government agencies "for official use" prior to transfer to the Kentucky State Police for sale, "for official use" shall include:

(a)
Issue by the government agency to peace officers in its employ for use in the performance of their official duties;

(b)
Retention by the government agency to provide parts for other firearms used by the government agency;

(c)
Use in firearms safety training, firearms marksmanship training, or firearms identification training by the government agency;

(d)
Retention by a government forensic laboratory for reference purposes, for test purposes, for training purposes, and for the purpose of supplying parts for other firearms to be tested by the laboratory;

(e)
Use by the government agency for ceremonial or drill purposes;

(f)
Use by a public museum as an historic or scientific artifact;

(g)
Use in public crime and safety education programs by the government agency;

(h)
Transfer to any other state or local government agency within the Commonwealth for any of the purposes stated above; or

(i)
Transfer to a nonprofit corporation chartered by the Congress of the United States for firearms safety, firearms marksmanship, or drill and ceremonial purposes. When a firearm or ammunition is no longer needed by the nonprofit corporation chartered by the Congress of the United States it shall be returned to the agency from which it was obtained for disposition as provided by law.

(2)
When no longer required for its original official use, a firearm or ammunition retained by a government agency for a use specified in subsection (1) of this section shall either be transferred to another government agency or nonprofit corporation specified in subsection (1) of this section or shall be turned in to the Kentucky State Police for sale.

(3)
Ammunition retained for government use may be expended for firearms marksmanship training, safety training, and for test purposes. Fired cartridge cases may be sold as scrap or retained for reloading.

(4)
No firearm may be destroyed, however, it may be broken down for use as parts as permitted in this section. Ammunition shall not be destroyed, but may be expended as provided in this section.
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
