Text of Legislation:
Amend KRS 367.175 to make it an unlawful act for a retail seller to sell a tire to a consumer that was manufactured more than 365 days before the date of purchase, permit the seller to sell older tires if the seller gives ample notice to the buyer concerning the tire's age and general conditions, the warranty's expiration date, the expected lifetime of the tire under normal conditions, and any conditions that offset or negate the warranty, and extends the manufacturer's warranty so that the time set out in the warranty begins to run on the date of purchase, rather than the date of manufacture; make violations a Class D felony.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department has no historical base upon which to make a reasonable assessment of the potential impact of the proposed bill.  For this reason, the Department estimates that passage of the bill would be minimal and may result in one additional commitment per year with a one-year sentence, 7.6 months time served.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions cited above, this bill may result in one additional inmate in FY02 at a cost of $11,800, one additional inmate in FY03 at a cost of $12,000, and one additional inmate in FY04 at a cost of $12,300.
