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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Ward "Butch" Burnette.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to our friend and colleague, Ward "Butch" Burnette, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Butch Burnette was born on April 9, 1941, a native of Fulton County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on November 11, 2000; and

WHEREAS, Butch Burnette was the loving son of the late Naylor Ward Burnette and Mary Kay Watkins Burnette; he was the devoted husband of Frances Marie Hardy Burnette; he was the loving father of a son, Jeffrey Ward Burnette of Fulton, and a daughter, Connie Frances Burnette Oneal of Fulgham, Kentucky; and he was the proud grandfather of five grandchildren, Julie Ellen Oneal, William Scott Oneal, Emalee Ann Burnette, Benjamin Ward Burnette, and Jonathan Naylor Burnette; and

WHEREAS, Butch Burnette will be remembered as an active and involved citizen, and a highly esteemed member of the Fulton County community where he was named Outstanding Young Farmer in Kentucky in 1974; he was recognized as a supporter of the Kentucky Farmers and Farm Workers and was also a supporter of the Kentucky Soybean, Corn, and Wheat Association; he served as president of the National Pork Producers, president of the Southern Association of the Department of Agriculture while Commissioner of Agriculture, and he was chairman of the Kentucky Task Force on Tobacco; he was a 25 year member of the Kentucky Farm Bureau and was recognized in 1976 by the Kentucky State Chamber of Commerce with an outstanding service award and was recognized with an outstanding community service award by Fulton County in 1978; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Butch Burnette has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
