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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Dr. Phillip Palmgreen.

With deepest respect and admiration, we recognize and honor Dr. Phillip Palmgreen, University of Kentucky Communications Department, for his research, publications, and national recognition relating to his successful anti-marijuana campaign, positively identifying the mass media, especially television, as major vehicles for disseminating messages directed at preventing drug abuse and other unhealthy behaviors.

WHEREAS, Dr. Phillip Palmgreen's new study, published in the February, 2001, issue of the American Journal of Public Health, and funded by the National Institute on Drug Abuse, reports that public television announcements contributed to a significant decline in marijuana use among teenagers who were described as adolescent high-sensation seekers attracted to risky activity and behavior; and

WHEREAS, as part of the study, anti-marijuana public service announcements were televised January through April, 1997, in Lexington-Fayette County, and similar campaigns were conducted January through April, 1998, in both Lexington-Fayette County and Knox County, which included the City of Knoxville, Tennessee. There was an average of 777 paid spots and 1,160 unpaid spots being aired per campaign, and more than 3,000 adolescents were interviewed in each county; and

WHEREAS, these campaigns resulted in significant reductions in current marijuana use (defined as use within the past thirty days) of the targeted population by persuading adolescents to call a drug hotline, reversing the usual trend of more teens beginning to use marijuana as they get older; and in Knox County, the estimated drop in marijuana use by the targeted adolescent population was 26.7 percent;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby commend and honor Dr. Phillip Palmgreen for his immeasureable contributions in the anti-drug research field, and for the distinction he has brought to the Commonwealth of Kentucky. We wish Dr. Palmgreen success in all future endeavors.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Dr. Phillip Palmgreen.
