On page 13, after line 8, by inserting the following new section:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 6 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Kentucky General Assembly finds that roll call votes of the Kentucky House of Representatives and the Kentucky Senate constitute a deadly weapon of truth against deception and the antidote for deception and betrayal of the public trust. All citizens of the Commonwealth are urged to secure, carry, and use this weapon of truth to advance the public good. Carrying concealed roll call votes of the Kentucky House of Representatives and the Kentucky Senate shall be exempted from the permitting requirements of this Act and not be considered to be concealed deadly weapons, and the Legislative Research Commission shall post a record of all such votes on its Web site, beginning on the first day of the 2002 Regular Session."
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
