AN ACT relating to state-owned vehicles and making an appropriation from the proceeds of the sale thereof.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 44 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "state employee" means any person, appointed to a position in the executive branch of state government, except a cabinet secretary.

(2)
A state employee shall not be individually assigned a state-owned motor vehicle unless he uses the motor vehicle for at least fifty percent (50%) of his actual work hours, not including time required to commute between his place of residence and his official work station.

(3)
Motor vehicles assigned to unclassified state employees who do not meet the requirements of subsection (2) of this section shall:

(a)
Within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this Act, be transferred for use in law enforcement to a state agency directly involved in law enforcement if the vehicle has been built to law enforcement specifications by the manufacturer and is designated as a "police interceptor" package or bears another manufacturer's designation for a high performance vehicle for law enforcement use; or

(b)
If the vehicle does not meet the specifications of paragraph (a) of this subsection:

1.
Within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this Act, be placed in the state motor vehicle pool to replace high mileage vehicles currently in use; or

2.
Within ninety (90) days after the effective date of this Act, be sold as surplus property in accordance with KRS 45A.045(5). Proceeds from the sale of the motor vehicle shall be deposited in a Medicaid trust account established in subsection (4) of this section.

(4)
A Medicaid trust account is established the State Treasury. No moneys credited to the Medicaid trust account shall be allotted or expended from the account unless pursuant to an appropriation by the General Assembly. Moneys in the Medicaid trust account shall not lapse at close of the state fiscal year.

Section 2.   KRS 44.045 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A passenger motor vehicle or vehicles may be purchased by the Finance and Administration Cabinet for the use of the Governor and the Lieutenant Governor.

(2)
Motor vehicles, including passenger motor vehicles, may be purchased by the Finance and Administration Cabinet as are deemed necessary by the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet or by the secretary of the Transportation Cabinet for the discharge of the authorized duties and functions of the various agencies of the state. The vehicles shall be used for official purposes only, and for no other purposes. The assignment of passenger motor vehicles to specific individuals shall be discouraged, but, subject to Section 1 of this Act, may be made upon approval by the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet of a written request to make the assignment by the head of the agency involved.

(3)
All motor vehicles purchased pursuant to this section shall be issued official license plates and shall bear on one (1) door on each side the great seal of the Commonwealth, and the words "For official use only." It shall not be necessary that the vehicles purchased pursuant to subsections (1), (4), and (5) of this section bear the seal and the words.

(4)
The Revenue and Justice Cabinets and the Department of Law and the Crime Commission may, upon approval by the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet of a written request by the head of the agency involved, register a vehicle or vehicles under KRS 186.020 and be issued regular license plates. The vehicles shall be used for investigatory purposes only, and for no other purposes.

(5)
The Administrative Office of the Courts may register a vehicle or vehicles used by Justices and Judges of the Supreme Court and Court of Appeals under KRS 186.020 and be issued regular license plates.

(6)
The secretary of the Transportation Cabinet may adopt administrative regulations pursuant to KRS Chapter 13A necessary to govern the use of those state-owned vehicles acquired pursuant to the provisions of this section.

(7)
Any person violating subsections (2) and (4) of this section shall, on conviction thereof, be subject to the penalties prescribed in KRS 44.990.

Section 3.   State employees who are no longer individually assigned a state-owned motor vehicle as a result of the enactment of Section 1 of this Act shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses associated with job-related travel in the same manner as other employees of the state government.

Section 4.   There is appropriated from the Medicaid trust account in the State Treasury to the Medicaid program all funds received from the sale of state-owned motor vehicles under subparagraph (3)(b)2. of Section 1 of this Act.
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
