On page 3, by inserting the following after line 2:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 214 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Not withstanding the provisions of KRS Chapter 315, a registered nurse licensed under KRS 314.041, an advanced registered nurse practitioner licensed under KRS 314.042, or a physician assistant certified under KRS 311.567 may  dispense a prescription drug that is approved by the department when they are acting within the scope of practice and as an agent of a local health department that is operating under KRS Chapter 212.

(2)
Not withstanding the provisions of KRS Chapter 315, a registered nurse licensed under KRS 314.041, an advanced registered nurse practitioner licensed under KRS 314.042, or a physician assistant certified under KRS 311.567 may dispense a prescription drug that is approved by a sponsoring agency as defined in KRS 216.940 for use by a charitable health care provider when they are acting within the scope of practice and as an agent of a charitable health care provider operating under KRS 216.940 to 216.945.

Section 3.   Whereas the health and welfare of the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky is of utmost concern to the General Assembly and the health and welfare of the citizens will be at great risk if this bill is not implemented immediately, an emergency is declared to exist, and Section 2 of this Act takes effect upon passage and approval of this bill by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law."
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
