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AN ACT relating to funeral related transactions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 316.125 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
No person shall operate a funeral establishment in the Commonwealth of Kentucky without first obtaining a funeral establishment license issued by the board.

(2)
The board shall issue a funeral establishment license to an applicant who:

(a)
Has paid to the board an establishment license fee, not to exceed two hundred dollars ($200), as set out in administrative regulations promulgated by the board; and

(b)
Has filed with the board a sworn statement that sets out the following:

1.
Name of the funeral establishment;

2.
Address of the funeral establishment;

3.
Owners of the funeral establishment, indicating which owners are licensed by the board; and

4.
Name and address of the Kentucky-licensed embalmer and the Kentucky-licensed funeral director who will supervise the funeral establishment pursuant to subsection (4) of this section.

(3)
Each funeral establishment shall be licensed separately from any other funeral establishment.

(4)
Each funeral establishment, when in use, shall be under the supervision of a Kentucky-licensed embalmer or a Kentucky-licensed funeral director.

(5)
A Kentucky-licensed embalmer and a Kentucky-licensed funeral director shall not supervise more than one (1) funeral establishment at the same time.

(6)
The funeral establishment shall display in a public place in the establishment its establishment license and the licenses of the embalmer and funeral director who supervise the establishment pursuant to subsection (4) of this section.

(7)
(a)
Any other provision of law to the contrary notwithstanding, any person who is not operating a licensed funeral establishment, but who sells funeral goods, in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, shall:
1.
Disclose to customers a general price list of funeral goods sold, consistent with the Federal Trade Commission's Funeral Industry Practices Rule, Part 453; and, 
2.
Provide such additional information to customers or the board as may be set forth by administrative regulation of the board.
(b)
The inspector of the Board of Funeral Directors and Embalmers of the Commonwealth of Kentucky under KRS 316.260, or other representatives of the board may make periodic inspections of the premises of persons who are regulated under this subsection to assure compliance with the provisions of this subsection.

(c)
Any person who sells funeral goods under this subsection, and who fails to provide the information required under paragraph (a) of this subsection, may be enjoined from further violations of paragraph (a) of this subsection under KRS 316.210(4).
(d)
As used in this subsection "funeral goods" mean goods which are sold or offered for sale directly to the public for use in connection with funeral services.
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
