MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 108/GA clarifies the existing Kentucky Public Health Improvement Plan, and core public health services, by statute.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 108/GA amends KRS 211.005 to specify that the role of the Department for Public Health includes data collection, identification of health risks, and establishment of policies to reduce health risks; specifies mandated services of the state department and local health departments; permits personal preventive services to the extent that funds are available; permits billing Medicaid, Medicare and other third-party payors for the provision of personal preventive services; requires the Department of Public Health to promulgate administrative regulations; and cites the act as the Kentucky Core Public Health Act. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 108/GA has no fiscal impact due to the above requirements are currently being performed by the Department for Public Health.
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
