MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  2002 HB 57/GA amends KRS 335.500 to provide definitions of  “Credential holder”, “Licensed professional counselor associate”, “Practice of professional counseling”; amends KRS 335.505 to prohibit the practice of professional counseling without first obtaining a valid license, and that nothing in this section shall be construed to limit the activities of a sexual assault counselor, victim advocate, or crises response team as provided in KRE 506, or a person certified under KRS Chapter 403 to provide court-ordered domestic violence offender treatment services or a person providing services to sexual offenders under KRS 197.400 to 197.440; and amends KRS 335.510 to rename the Kentucky Board of Certification of Professional Counselors, create the Kentucky Board of Licensed Professional Counselors and establishes term limits of board appointments, and to rename the Kentucky Counseling Association the Kentucky Mental Health Counseling Association.  Amends KRS 335.515 to direct the duties of the Board; amends KRS 335.525 to establish and set requirements for a professional clinical counselor license and a professional counselor associate license and entitles a previously certified professional counselor in Kentucky to become a “licensed professional clinical counselor” and permits a previously certified professional counselor associate in Kentucky to become a “licensed professional counselor associate”; amends KRS 335.527 to require a minimum of 60 hours of graduate coursework for all applicants; amends KRS 335.535 to require payment of specified license fees; and repeals KRS 335.530 relating to alternative certification requirements.  Amends KRE 506 to refer to a licensed professional clinical counselor or a licensed professional counselor associate rather than a certified professional counselor. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 335.500, 335.505, 335.510, 335.515, 335.525, 335.527, 335.535, 335.540, 335.545, 319.015, and KRE 506.
