WHEREAS, Sterling G. Staggs, Sr., was born on June 11, 1902, a native of Cincinnati, Ohio, and longtime resident of Independence, Kenton County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on November 3, 2001; and

WHEREAS, Sterling G. Staggs, Sr., contributed a great deal to his community, where he was an avid outdoorsman, and he also was scoutmaster of Boy Scout Troop No. 8 for many years; and he was a devout member of Independence Christian Church, where he taught Sunday School, and where he also was a member of the choir and past chairman of the church's general board; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sterling G. Staggs, Sr., has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
