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A RESOLUTION honoring Caldwell "Jack" M. Morgan and adjourning the Senate in his honor.

WHEREAS, Caldwell "Jack" M. Morgan was born a native son of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Jack Morgan served not only the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, but also the United States of America fighting the Axis in World War II, serving in the United States Marine Corps and gallantly receiving two Purple Hearts; and

WHEREAS, such sacrifices for one's homeland and family should never be forgotten; and

WHEREAS, Jack Morgan further served the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky for many years as a dedicated counselor for the state Department of Employee Assistance; and

WHEREAS, Jack Morgan was an active and valued member of the Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 4075, and Disabled American Veterans, and of the Episcopal Church in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, Jack Morgan was the loving husband to Grace Miller Morgan, and devoted father to Caldwell "Jackie" Morgan, Jr., Scott Morgan, Hunter Brown Morgan, and Harriett Almosed, and dedicated stepfather to Michael Abbott and Jamie McCarthy; and the doting grandfather of seven grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Jack Morgan died March 9, 2002;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby offer its condolences to the family of Caldwell "Jack" M. Morgan and recognizes the profound loss to the citizens of the Commonwealth for such an individual who served them honorably and faithfully through war and through peace.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day it shall do so in honor and in memory of Caldwell "Jack" M. Morgan.
