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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Pat Scott.

WHEREAS, Pat Scott, a native of Florence, Kentucky, attended the St. Paul School and St. Henry High School; and 

WHEREAS, Pat Scott was an outstanding fast-pitch softball player throughout high school, playing for two local amateur teams; and 

WHEREAS, in 1948, Pat Scott tried out for the All-American Girls Baseball League, making the league, but having to return home to help care for her ailing mother; and 

WHEREAS, Pat Scott got a second chance to play professional baseball in 1951, when she embarked on a three-year career as a pitcher with the Fort Wayne Daisies, compiling a record of 46 wins against 26 losses; and 

WHEREAS, the crowning glory of Pat Scott's pitching career came when she pitched the pennant-winning game against Rockford during the 1952 season; and 

WHEREAS, Pat Scott, along with all the members of the All-American Girls Baseball League, was inducted into the Baseball Hall of Fame in 1989; and 

WHEREAS, Pat Scott returned home to Kentucky and enrolled at the University of Kentucky, earning a degree in zoology; and 

WHEREAS, after her graduation Pat Scott embarked on a 32-year career with Hamagami Laboratories in Cincinnati doing clinical lab work for cancer research; and 

WHEREAS, upon her retirement in 1993, she returned to her 12 acre farm in Walton, and still found the time to coach the St. Henry Girl's Softball team when the KHSAA instituted fast-pitch softball as an interscholastic sport in the mid 1990s; and

WHEREAS, on March 27, 2002, the City of Walton is honoring this outstanding member of the community by the naming of the baseball field at Walton Community Park the "Pat Scott Field";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Senate, both individually and collectively, do hereby proclaim Pat Scott to be an outstanding citizen of the Commonwealth and deserving of the respect and admiration of all the citizens of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Pat Scott.
