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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of the late Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr.

WHEREAS, Martin Luther King, Jr., admired for his guidance and wisdom, and widely revered as an apostle of nonviolence and equal rights for all people, is regarded as having been the nation's most effective and influential civil rights leader; and

WHEREAS, Martin Luther King, Jr., demonstrated to all people that no man should be treated with discrimination, and that all men and women should rise above their prejudices and petty differences to accept their fellow man based upon the content of his character, not the color of his skin; and

WHEREAS, Dr. King passionately stated in a speech given on March 22, 1964, that "We must learn to live together as brothers or perish together as fools"; and

WHEREAS, this great American did not speak in vain, he did not march in vain, nor did he die in vain; and we should live each day according to the vision and philosophy that the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr., taught and ultimately gave his life to implement;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This Senate does hereby cherish the memory of the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr., and the impact he has had on the citizens of the entire human race, particularly upon the citizens of this great Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The members of this Senate urge all Kentuckians to continue the legacy of the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr., and to exercise his ideals, which moved the minds of men.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr.
