With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Craig M. Brown, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Craig M. Brown was born on October 2, 1933, a native of Leavenworth, Kansas, and longtime resident of Campbell County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on January 1, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Craig M. Brown was the loving son of the late Ralph and Thelma Grubb Brown, he was the devoted husband of Deborah Brown, he was the adored father of two sons, Michael Brown of Dallas, Texas, and Mitchell Brown of Chicago, Illinois, and he was the proud grandfather of a grandchild; and

WHEREAS, Craig M. Brown graduated from Highlands High School in 1951, and he earned a master's degree in journalism from the prestigious Medill School of Journalism at Northwestern University; and he served his country with distinction in the United States Army during the Korean War; and

A.," was about remembrances of growing up in Fort Thomas; and his genius led him to writing scripts for the cable television soap opera "The Catlins," screenplays for industrial and corporate promotional films, and advertising copy; and
