On page 191, between lines 21 and 22 by inserting the following:

"36.
(1)
No moneys appropriated in this Act shall be expended for the purpose of:

(a)
Intentionally or knowingly conducting destructive research on any human embryo;

(b)
Buying, selling, receiving, or transferring a human embryo with the knowledge that such embryo will be subjected to destructive research; 

(c)
Buying, selling, receiving, or otherwise transferring gametes with the knowledge that such gametes will be used to be used in destructive research; or 

(d)
Human cloning for intentionally or knowingly pruchasing, selling, transferring or receiving for any purpose or embryo produced by human cloning or any product derived from an embryo produced by human cloning. 

(2)
As used in this section:

(a)
"Human cloning" means human asexual reproduction, accomplished by introducing nuclear material from one (1) or more human somatic cells into a fertilized or unfertilized oocyte whose nuclear material has been removed or inactivated so as to produce a living organism, at any stage of development, that is genetically virtually identical to an existing or previously existing human organism;

(b)
"Asexual reproduction" means reproduction not initiated by the union of oocyte and sperm;

(c)
"Somatic cells" means a diploid cell, having a complete set of chromosomes, obtained or derived from a living or deceased human body at any stage of development;

(d)
"Destructive research" means medical procedures, scientific or laboratory research or other kinds of investigation that kills or injures the subject of such research.  It does  not include:

1.
In vitro fertilization and accompanying embryo transfer to a woman's body; or

2.
Any procedure that may benefit the human embryo subject to such tests;

(e)
"Gamete" means a human sperm or unfertilized human ovum;

(f)
"Human embryo" means a genetically complete living organism of the species homosapiens, from the single cell stage to eight weeks development, that is not located in a woman's body;

(g)
"Injury" means an act that would cause physical harm or damage to the embryo such as:

1.
Damaging the embryo in such as a way that the embryo could not survive (severe damage);

2.
Damage to the outer layer such that the embryo could not be implanted ; and

3.
Damage or removal of the cells inside of the embryo such that the embryo could not develop; and

(h)
Injury does not preclude "preimplantation genetic diagnosis (PGD)" in which only one or two cells are removed from an early embryo to check the genetic makeup of the embryo for genetic disease.

(3)
An amount equal to the expenditures of any agency that violates the provisions of this section  shall be returned to the credit of the General Fund.".
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
