WHEREAS, Basil W. Griffin, Jr., was born on November 27, 1923, a native of Henderson County, Kentucky and a long-time resident of Bowling Green, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on January 11, 1997; and

WHEREAS, Basil W. Griffin, Jr., was the adored son of Colie Farley Griffin and Basil W. Griffin, Sr., who preceded him in death; and

WHEREAS, Basil W. Griffin, Jr., was the devoted husband of Lucille M. Griffin; he was the loving father of Nita Elaine Jaynes, and the proud grandfather of two grandchildren; and

Griffin, Jr., was a leader in regionalism and was influential in forming the Barren River Area Development District where he served as past chairman; he was a past board member of the Barren River District Health Department; he was past president of the War Memorial Boy's Club; he was a board member of Commonwealth Health Corporation; and he was a retired board member of Bowling Green Bank and Trust; and

WHEREAS, it is with fond recollection that we remember him not only for his many accomplishments and the friendships he made and sustained through the years, but also his compassion for and understanding of the common man which he demonstrated daily; and

WHEREAS, all who knew and admired Basil W. Griffin Jr. will grieve over their loss, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
