WHEREAS, Mary Stevenson Richards was born on August 26, 1904, a native of Russell County, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on May 19, 1997; and

WHEREAS, Mary Stevenson Richards was the adored daughter of M.O. and Eula Barger Stevenson, who preceded her in death; she was the devoted wife of the late Demaree Richards; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Mary Stevenson Richards has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
