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A RESOLUTION urging the United States not to renew the Most Favored Nation trading status of the Communist Republic of China until such time as that nation ceases its campaign of brutal repression and persecution of those professing faith in Jesus Christ.

WHEREAS, the sanctity of religious belief and expression is a God-given right respected and honored by the governments of all free nations; and

WHEREAS, as a member of the United Nations, China must abide by and uphold the United Nations' charter to guarantee freedom of religion for all citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights of the United Nations which the United States and China signed, guarantees that human beings shall enjoy freedom of speech and belief and freedom from fear and want as the highest aspiration of the common people; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 402 (Jackson-Vanik Amendment) of the 1974 Trade Act, China's emigration and human rights record is to be studied annually by the administration, as well as both houses of Congress to determine whether that country is eligible to receive Most Favored Nation trading status for an additional year; and

WHEREAS, since 1949, the Communist government of The Peoples Republic of China has consistently waged a campaign of terror, persecution, and murder against its citizens who profess faith in Jesus Christ and openly practice their faith; and

WHEREAS, Asia Watch has reported that China's overall human rights record worsened in 1993; and

WHEREAS, on January 31, 1994, Premier Li Peng signed Decree Number 144 that makes all house church meetings illegal, thus giving "legal justification" to local and provincial authorities to jail, fine, and confiscate the possessions of citizens and foreigners involved in any "illegal" religious activities; and

WHEREAS, Premier Ping also signed Decree Number 145 which punishes foreigners in the same manner as Chinese citizens for religious activities; and

WHEREAS, on February 18, 1994, the New York Times reported that a delegation of American Christians who came to China for fellowship and prayer with friends were detained and held incommunicado for four days; and

WHEREAS, the money and personal belongings of American citizens were confiscated by authorities who justified their actions by saying they were enforcing the new decrees which place a ban on foreign religious activities in China; and

WHEREAS, at the same time Premier Peng was signing the decrees and U.S. Treasury Secretary Lloyd Bentsen was in Beijing to discuss U.S.-Sino trade relations, another US delegation, including Congressman Chris Smith of New Jersey, was in China attending a Mass celebrated by 62-year-old Bishop Su Zhimin (Bishop Su is an underground priest who spent fifteen years in prison where he was severely tortured for his faith); and

WHEREAS, within days following the Smith\CSI delegation visit, Chinese authorities intensified their crackdown against Christians in the Anhui Province who were mentioned by the delegation as victims of obvious government oppression; and

WHEREAS, Bishop Su of the banned Roman Catholic Church in Anhui Province was rearrested and held for nine days where he was interrogated about his knowledge of the underground Catholic Church in China; and

WHEREAS, in addition to these hideous acts, there is an intensive and brutal ongoing campaign by the Chinese government to persecute and imprison Chinese Christian leaders including:

1.
Zhu Bayou is the priest of Nanyang Diocese, Henan Province, who was arrested in the early 1980's and sentenced to 10 years for leading Roman Catholics on a pilgrimage to Sheshan. He was released on parole and is now restricted to the village of Jingang, Henan.

2.
Huo Binxhang is Vicar General of Boading, Hebei, and Bishop Fan's deputy at the time of his arrest. Binxhang was most recently arrested and imprisoned in 1981 and sentenced in 1983 to 10 years of "reform through labor."

3.
Bartholomew Yu Chengdi is the Bishop of Hanxhong Diocese in the Shaanxi Province who was arrested in late 1989 or early 1990. Bishop Chengdi was imprisoned in Xian until July 1990 when he was released; however, he is under strict government travel restrictions.

4.
Yu Chengxin is priest of Hanxhong Diocese, Shaanxi Province, and brother to Bishop Bartholomew Yu Chengdi. He was arrested in late 1989 or early 1990 and imprisoned in Xian City until July, 1990. Chengxin remains under travel restrictions.

5.
Yan Chong-Ming is a Roman Catholic priest who was arrested on September 7, 1993, at his home and his status is unknown.

6.
Yan Chong-Zhao is the priest of Handan Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested in September, 1993, for refusing to renounce his ties to the Vatican and is detained in Guangping county.

7.
Fan Da-Dou is priest of Beijing Diocese who has been under house arrest for several years. He is prohibited from administering the sacraments.

8.
Wang Danian is a Roman Catholic priest arrested in the summer of 1992 in Suzhou, Jiangsu.

9.
Joseph Jin Dechen is Vicar General of Nanyang Diocese, Henan Province who was arrested December 18, 1981, reportedly for opposition to abortion and birth control. Sentenced on July 15, 1982, to 15 years in prison and 5 years of subsequent deprivation of rights, Dechen was reportedly released on parole from the Third Provincial Prison in Yuxian, Henan Province, on May 21, 1992. He is confined to his home village of Jinjiajiang and remains under restrictions of movement and association.

10.
Su De-Qien is priest of Tianjin Diocese, Hebei. He is required to report to the Public Security Bureau once a month and has been prevented from administering the sacraments since Christmas, 1993.

11.
Han Dingxiang is a priest in Handan Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested December 26, 1990, and is being forcibly detained in an indoctrination camp in Handan with at least twenty other Roman Catholics including An Shi'en. He was previously imprisoned between 1960 and 1979 for religious activities and beliefs and detained again in 1989 while officiating at a Mass.

12.
Johannes Han Dingxiang is Bishop of Yong Nian in Hebei. He was arrested in December, 1993, and still has not been released.

13.
Lu Dong-Liang was arrested in Hebei on Easter Sunday, 1994, while celebrating Holy Mass. During his arrest, 11 other Roman Catholics, 5 men and 6 women, were also arrested.

14.
Peter Ilu Duoer was arrested by Public Security Bureau officers at Liangzhuang Village, Xushui County, on December 14, 1990, and is being held without trial.

15.
Cosmas Shi Enxiang is the Auxiliary Bishop of Yixian, Hebei, who was reportedly arrested in late 1990. Bishop Enxiang's condition and status are unknown.

16.
Li Fangchun is priest of Guide Diocese, Henan Province, who was arrested in the early 1980's and is reportedly still imprisoned.

17.
Gao Fangzhan is priest of Yixian Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested in May, 1991, outside Shizhu Village in Dingxing County. He is being held without trial.

18.
Joseph Guo Fude is a Roman Catholic priest whose most recent arrest and imprisonment began in the spring of 1982. In 1986, he was interned in a labor camp in southern Shandong. According to unconfirmed reports, Fude has been transferred to house arrest and is under strict surveillance.

19.
Lu Gen-You is a 30-year-old Roman Catholic priest who was arrested on May 23, 1994, at Shao Jia Zhuang, Wan Xian, Hebei, after he administered sacrament to an elder priest who had a stroke.

20.
Peter Liu Guandong is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Yixian Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested November 26, 1989, and sentenced May 21, 1990, to three years "reform through labor" at a labor farm near Tangshan, Hebei Province.

21.
Pei Guojun is priest of Yixian Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested and imprisoned in late 1989 or early 1990 in connection with an underground episcopal conference in Shaanxi Province.

22.
Vincent Qin Guo-Liang, S.J. is a 59-year-old Roman Catholic priest who was arrested in early May, 1994. Previously held for 13 years in prison because he refused to renounce the Pope, his whereabouts are unknown. He was secretly ordained a priest in 1986 and was transferred to a labor camp as an "employee detainee" for another 13 years after he was released from prison.

23.
Xu Guoxin is a Roman Catholic priest of Langfang Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested in 1991 and sentenced to three years "reform through labor."

24.
Huo Guoyang is a Roman Catholic Bishop in Chongqing, Sichuan Province, who was arrested January, 1990, for participation in an underground episcopal conference and detained until early 1991. He is now under police surveillance in Chongqing City, Sichuan.

25.
Liao Haiqing is the 63-year-old Roman Catholic priest of Fuzhou, Jiangxi Province who was arrested while celebrating Mass on August 16, 1992. Chinese authorities reported that he had been released in March, 1993, but this has not been independently confirmed.

26.
Liu Heping is a 28-year-old Roman Catholic priest whose most recent arrest occurred on December 13, 1991, at his home in Shizhu Village, Dingxing County, Hebei Province.

27.
Fu Hexhou is a Roman Catholic priest who was arrested and imprisoned on November 19, 1981. He has reportedly been transferred to house arrest and is under strict surveillance.

28.
Liao Hiaqing is priest of Jiangxi Province who was arrested in November, 1981. As of the last report in 1988, he was still interned in Prison No. 4 in Nanchang, Capital of Jiangxi Province.

29.
Shi Hongzhen is Auxiliary Bishop of Tianjin, Hebei Province, who beginning in November, 1993, had his activities severely restricted.

30.
Lu Jenun is Roman Catholic priest in Baodin Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested on February 6, 1990. There have been no reports on his condition or whereabouts since his arrest.

31.
Lin Jiale is a Roman Catholic priest who is reportedly imprisoned in Fuzhou, Fujian Province.

32.
Peter Chen Jianzhang was the Roman Catholic Bishop of Baoding Diocese after Bishop Fan's resignation in mid-1990. Currently confined to a wheelchair, Bishop Jianzhang disappeared about the same time as Bishop Chunjie and may have been arrested for the same reason.

33.
Lucas Li Jingfeng is Bishop of Fengxiang, Shaanxi Province, who was placed under house arrest in April, 1992, when he accepted the authorities' "invitation to study". Jingfeng is reported to be in very poor health and is restricted to his church in Fengxiang.

34.
Wang Jiansheng is a Roman Catholic priest who was arrested on May 19, 1991, and sentenced to three years of "re-education through labor." He was imprisoned in Xuanhua Re-education Through Labor Center in Hebei Province. Chinese authorities reported Jiansheng was released in March, 1993, but as of October, 1993, he had not returned home.

35.
Li Jian-Jin is a 28-year-old Roman Catholic priest from Han Dan in Hebei who was arrested while celebrating Holy Mass in the home of a lay Catholic. Approximately 10 fully armed government security police beat him before taking him away in handcuffs.

36.
Wei Jing-Yi is a 36-year-old Roman Catholic priest and is the Secretary of the underground Bishop's conference. Arrested with Bishop Su, he is being held in Ging Yuan Xian where he is handcuffed and his feet are chained with weights day and night.

37.
Anthony Zhang Kangyi is a Roman Catholic priest in Sanyuan Diocese near Xian City who has been imprisoned several times for a total of 30 years between 1949 and the present. Released on June 6, 1990, due to ill health, Kangyi remains under travel restrictions.

38.
Zhang Li is a Roman Catholic priest from Zhangjiakou City, Hebei Province, who was arrested in November, 1993, along with another priest and sentenced to three years "re-education through labor" at a detention center in Zhangjiakou City.

39.
Philip Yang Libo is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Lanzhou, Gansu Province, who was arrested in late 1989 or early 1990 and is reported to be serving a three year prison sentence.

40.
Dong Linzhong is a deacon in Dongdazhao Village, Baoding, Hebei Province, who was arrested on December 21, 1992, with Zhou Zhenkun.

41.
Jiang Liren is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Hohhot, Inner Mongolia, who was arrested in late 1989. Bishop Liren was reported to have been released from prison in April, 1990, and placed under house arrest.

42.
Casimir Wang Milu is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Tianshui Diocese, Gansu Province who was arrested in April, 1984. Bishop Milu was sentenced in 1985 to ten years of "reform through labor" at a labor camp in Pingliang, Gansu, and four years forfeiture of political rights.

43.
Guo Qenzhi is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Harbin, Heilongjiang Province, who most recently was arrested in 1989 and remains under strict police surveillance and house arrest in his home village of Qiqighr. Bishop Qenzhi was also imprisoned from 1954 to 1964, and from 1966 to 1979.

44.
Pei Ronggui is a Trappist priest in Youtong Village, Hebei Province, who was arrested on September 3, 1989, in Beijing. According to unconfirmed reports, Ronggui has been sentenced to six years hard labor for opposing government police who went on a bloody rampage against the 1500 Roman Catholics in his village.

45.
Joseph Chen Rongkui is a Roman Catholic priest who was arrested on December 14, 1990, at the Dingxian train station in Hebei Province and is being held without trial.

46.
John Baptist Wang Ruohan is a priest from Tianshui Diocese in Gansu Province who was arrested in late 1989 with his brother Wang Ruohan for participation in an underground episcopal conference. He was sentenced to one year of "re-education through labor" and remains under travel restrictions.

47.
John Wang Ruowang is a Roman Catholic priest from the Tianshui Diocese, Gansu Province, who disappeared on December 8, 1991, while caring for dying Bishop Li Zhenrong.

48.
Zhang Shentang is priest of Nanyang Diocese, Henan Province, who was arrested in the early 1980's and sentenced to a 17 year prison term.

49.
An Shi'en is the Roman Catholic Vicar General of Daming Diocese in Hebei Province. He was arrested in 1990 and detained without charge or trial in an indoctrination camp in Handan. Released in 1992, his whereabouts are unknown.

50.-52.
Guo (given name not known), Guo Qiushan, and Guo Shichun are Roman Catholic priests of Fu'an, Fujian Province, who were arrested on July 27, 1990, for violating government religious policy. Released in August 1991 for health reasons, all three priests remain under house arrest.

53.
Xie Shiguang is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Xiapu, Fujian, who was arrested on July 27, 1990 during a meeting on church affairs at Luojiang Church in Fu'an City.

54.
Paul Liu Shimin is a Roman Catholic priest who was arrested on December 14, 1990 in Xiefangying, Xushui County, Hebei Province, and is being held without trial.

55.
Xiao Shixiang is a 58-year-old Catholic priest of Yixian Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested December 12, 1991, for leading a religious retreat.

56.
Liu Shizhong is a Roman Catholic priest and is reportedly imprisoned in Fuzhou, Fujian.

57.
Vincent Huang Shoucheng is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Fu'an, Fujian, who was arrested with Bishop Shiguang and four deacons. The deacons were released but Bishop Shoucheng remains in detention.

58.
John Yang Shudao is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Fuzhou, Fujian, Province, whose most recent arrest occurred in Liushan village, Fujian Province, on February 28, 1988. Bishop Shudao remains imprisoned.

59.
Paul Liu Shuhe is the 69-year-old Second Bishop of Yixian, Hebei Province. Bishop Shuhe was arrested and imprisoned in Beijing on October 30, 1988 and sentenced to a three year sentence in a "re-education through labor" prison. Because of ill health, Bishop Shuhe's sentence was briefly commuted; however, he was rearrested in 1990 with Bishop Chunjie.

60.
Ma Shunbao is a deacon arrested November 6, 1991 in Hebei Province who is being detained without trial.

61.
Li Side is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Tianjin who was released from jail about three years ago; however, he was shortly thereafter confined to a small village on top of a hill. Bishop Side is under police surveillance and is forbidden to come down from the hill to his diocese to perform ministry.

62.
Chu Tai was arrested in November, 1993, while celebrating Mass. He is serving a prison sentence in Zhangjiakuo, Heibei Province.

63.
Wang Tongshang is a deacon and community leader in Baoding Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested December 23, 1990, and sentenced to three years of "re-education through labor". He is serving a prison term in Chengde Reeducation Through Labor Center in Hebei. Chinese authorities reported in March, 1993, that he had been released, but this has not been independently confirmed.

64.
Shi Wande is a Roman Catholic priest from Baoding in Hebei province. He was arrested in December, 1989, and there are no current reports of his condition.

65.
Song Weili is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Langfang Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested in late 1990 or early 1991. Bishop Weili's condition and whereabouts are unknown.

66.
Mark Yuan Wenzai is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Nantong, Jiangsu Province, who, after a period of detention, was placed under custody of the local CPA.

67.
Guo Wenzhi is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Harbin, Heilongjiang Province, whose most recent arrest was December 14, 1989, in connection with an underground episcopal conference. He was released in March, 1990, to his home village of Qiqihar but is forbidden to travel and is under strict police surveillance.

68.
Zhang Xiaocheng is a Roman Catholic Priest of Tianshui Diocese, Gansu Province, who was arrested between late 1989 and early 1990 and reportedly remains imprisoned.

69.
Ji Xiaoshang is a Roman Catholic priest who was arrested in June, 1992, in connection with the funeral of Bishop Fan Xueyan.

70.-73.
Xu, Liu Guangpin, Zhu Ruci, and Zou Xijin are Roman Catholic priests of Fu'an, Fujian Province, who were arrested July 27, 1990, at Luojiang Church in Fu'an for violating government religious policy.

74.
Sun Ximan is a Roman Catholic priest of Tianshui Diocese, Gansu Province, who was arrested in late 1989 or early 1990 and remains imprisoned. His arrest may have taken place in conjunction with that of Bishop Mathias Lu Zhengsheng.

75.
Peter Cui Xingang is the Roman Catholic parish priest at Donglu Village, Qingyuan County, Hebei Province, who was arrested July 28, 1991 and held without trial.

76.
Li Xinsan is a Roman Catholic priest of Anguo Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested in late 1990 or early 1991 and sentenced to three years "reform through labor." He was detained in a labor camp in Tangshan, Hebei. Chinese authorities reported in March, 1993, that he had been released; however, he had not returned home as of October, 1993.

77.
Liang Xi-Sheng is the Roman Catholic Bishop of the Diocese of Kaifeng in Henan Province who was arrested on March 18, 1994. Details of Bishop Xi-Sheng's arrest and location of his detention are unknown at this time.

78.-79.
Mao Lehua and Guo Xijian are Roman Catholic priests of Fuan, Fujian Province, who were arrested December 16, 1993, with four nuns and three deacons as they were celebrating Mass in a private house.

80.
John Baptist Liang Xishing is also a Roman Catholic Bishop in the Kaifeng Diocese in Henan Province, who was arrested in October, 1990, and reports say he will soon be sentenced.

81.
Gao Yihua is a Roman Catholic priest of Changle County, Fujian Province, who was arrested on September 14, 1988.

82.
Francis Wang Yijun is the 74 year old Roman Catholic Vicar General of Wenzhou Diocese, Zhejiang Province, who was arrested May 19, 1982, and sentenced to eight years imprisonment. Immediately upon his release in 1990, he was sentenced to an additional three years "reform through labor" for "stubbornness" and "refusing to repent." He was released from prison May 21, 1992, but remains under restrictions of movement and association.

83.
Chen Yingkui is a Roman Catholic priest of Yixian Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested in 1991 and sentenced to three years "reeducation through labor." He is reported to be imprisoned in Gaoyang County, Hebei.

84.
Wang Yiqi is a Roman Catholic priest of Fujian Province who was reported arrested in Liushan Village, Fujian Province, on February 28, 1988.

85.
Peng Youngbird is a Roman Catholic priest in Changle County, Fujian Province, who was arrested with Gao Yihua on September 14, 1988.

86.
Fan Yufei is a Roman Catholic Bishop in Zhouzhi, Shaanxi Province, who was arrested around Easter, 1992, while celebrating Mass. He was transferred in September, 1992, to a form of house arrest.

87.
Si Zhemin is the recently named Roman Catholic Vicar General of Baoding Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested on December 17, 1989, and sentenced with Bishop Peter Liu Guandong on May 21, 1990 to three years "reform through labor" at a labor farm near Tangshan, Hebei Province. For his role in helping to establish an independent episcopal conference in Shaanxi Province in November, 1989, he was charged with having "taken part in illegal activities."

88.
Zhou Zhenkun is the Roman Catholic priest of Dongdazhao Village, Baoding, Hebei Province, who was arrested December 21, 1992, by the Public Security Bureau with Deacon Dong Linzhong during a pre-Christmas raid on the Baoding area.

89.
Pei Zhenping is a Roman Catholic priest in Youtong Village, Hebei Province, who was arrested October 21, 1989, and imprisoned. Chinese authorities reported in March, 1993, that he had been released, but Zhenping has not been seen at home as of October, 1993.

90.
Paul Li Zhenrong is a member of the Society of Jesus and is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Xianxian diocese, Hebei Province. Bishop Zhenrong was imprisoned between 1957 and 1980. He was arrested again in December, 1989, and transferred to house arrest in March, 1990, where he is under strict police surveillance and is prohibited from traveling.

91.
Mathias Lu Zhensheng is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Tianshui in Gansu Province, who was arrested in December, 1989, and imprisoned until April, 1990. According to an unconfirmed report, Bishop Zhensheng was released and placed under house arrest because of failing health.

92.
Julius Jia Zhiguo is the Roman Catholic Bishop of Zhengding, Hebei Province, who was arrested April 7, 1989, and transferred to house arrest on September 11, 1989. Bishop Zhiguo is in his native village of Wuqui and must remain under house arrest for three years.

93.
Ma Zhiyuan was arrested with four Roman Catholic seminarians on December 13, 1991, at Houzhuang, Xushui County, Hebei Province.

94.
Liu Jin Zhong was arrested on February 26, 1994, while celebrating Holy Mass. He is now detained in Gu An Xian.

95.
Joseph Fan Zhongliang is a 73-year-old Roman Catholic Bishop who was placed under house arrest in Shanghai in 1991. Since May, 1993, Bishop Zhongliang has been forbidden to leave Shanghai and is kept under close police surveillance.

96.
Li Zhongpei is a Roman Catholic priest who was arrested in December, 1990, and sentenced to three years of "reeducation through labor" at the Tangshan Reeducation Through Labor Center in Hebei Province. Chinese authorities reported in March, 1993, that he had been released, but as of July, 1993, he had not been seen at home.

97.
Li Tian An is the most senior unregistered house church leader in Shanghai who reportedly went into hiding in early January, 1994, after local PSB officials ordered him to report his house church activities to them on a regular basis.

98.
Wang Baoquan is a 67-year-old Christian elder from Chengguan Township, Lushan County who continues to be persecuted by local authorities.

99.
Xu Birui is the 83-year-old mother of Pan Yiyuan who was interrogated February 2, 1993, at the time of her son's arrest. She is reportedly under house arrest and interrogated daily about religious activities.

100.
Mr. Dai is a Bible distributor from Hubei Province who was arrested in June 1991.

101.
Zhao Donghai is a house church leader from Henan Province who was sentenced to 13 years imprisonment for counter-revolutionary activities.

102.
Xu Fang is a house church Christian from Ankang County, Shaanxi Province, who was arrested September, 1993, with about 24 other Christians by police seeking to discover who had provided information to the West about the brutal March, 1993, attack on Shaanxi Christians, including Mai Lanping who died as a result of torture.

103.
Liu Gang is thirty-one years old and has been held in Lingyuan prison since 1991. Subjected to physical abuse, he is suffering from various illnesses.

104.
Dai Guillang is a 45-year-old house church preacher from Yuefang township, Mengcheng County, Northern Anhui Province who continues to be persecuted by authorities.

105.
Xue Guiwen is a Christian evangelical from Liuzhuang Village, Xinhua Brigade, Zhangdian Commune, Lushan County who is persecuted by authorities for being a Christian.

106.
Xu Guoxing is a Shanghai house church leader who was arrested November 6, 1989, and sentenced to three years "reform through labor" in Dafeng, Jiangsu.

107.
Zhang Guoyan is a layman from Baoding, Hebei Province, who was sentenced in 1991 to three years of "reeducation through labor" for refusing to join CPA. Chinese authorities reported in March, 1993, that he had been released, but as of October, 1993, he had not returned home.

108.
Li Haochen was arrested in 1993 and sentenced to a year of "reform through labor" for holding unauthorized meetings with other Christians.

109.
Zheng Jikuo is the third son of Zheng Yunsu who was arrested in June, 1992, in a raid on the Jesus Family religious community and sentenced to nine years imprisonment. Jiping is being held in an unknown location.

110.
Wang Jingjing is a layman of Fujian Province who was arrested in February, 1988, in Liushan Village. He has reportedly been released but this has not been independently confirmed.

111.
Zheng Jiping is the eldest son of Zheng Yunsu who was arrested in Zhang Jiuzhong: Jiping was arrested in 1993 and sentenced to two years of "reform through labor" for holding unauthorized meetings with other Christians.

112.
Wang Juntao is a persecuted Christian who was recently transferred from Yanqing Prison to a military hospital. Wang is reported to be suffering from chronic hepatitis B, coronary heart disease, and diabetes.

113.
Han Kangrui is a member of an outlawed underground church from Fuqing City, Fujian, who is reportedly now detained in Longtian Town Detention Center.

114.
Dai Lanmei is a 27-year-old female house church Christian from Yuefang township, Mengcheng County, Northern Anhui Province. She was arrested August 25, 1993, with Ge Xinlian, age 27, Guo Mengshan, age 41, and Dai Guiliang, age 45, and sentenced without trial to three years "reform through labor" by the Fuyang Prefectural Labor Reeducation Administrative Committee. She is reportedly detained in Xuancheng Labor Camp in Anhui Province for "listening to a Hong Kong gospel radio broadcast" and "accepting Bibles from overseas."

115.-116.
Liu Wenjie and Zheng Lanyun are house church preachers who were accused of conducting "New Believers' Edification" classes for five days in a rural area of Dafeng. Their sentences are unknown; however, after detention in Mengcheng County prison, they were reportedly detained in Xuancheng Labor Camp, Anhui Province.

117.
Zhu Mei (or Sha Zhumei) is a 75-year-old member of an independent Christian church who was arrested June 3, 1987, and reportedly beaten by police. Tried in secret in November 1987, he was convicted of "harboring a counter-revolutionary element." Released on parole April 3, 1992, for medical reasons stemming from torture in prison, Mei remains under travel restrictions.

118.
Gou Mengshan was arrested in 1993 for unauthorized meetings with other Christians and was sentenced to two years "reform through labor."

119.
Geng Minxuan is a Christian elder from Sunzhuang Village, Malon Commune, Lushan County who was arrested with three other men (Zhang Yunpeng, Wang Xincai, and Cui Zhengshan) and charged with belonging to a Christian group outside the government sanctioned Three Self Patriotic Movement; plotting to overthrow China's proletarian dictatorship and socialist system; having ties to overseas reactionary forces; receiving and distributing foreign materials; disturbing social order; and disturbing and breaking up normal religious activities. Minxuan received an eleven year sentence.

120.
Xie Moshan ("Moses Xie") is in his early 70's and is a house church leader from Shanghai who was arrested April 24, 1992, on charges of "conducting illegal itinerant evangelism". Released July 23, 1992, Moshan's movement is severely restricted and he is required to report  to the Public Security Bureau.

121.-122.
Mr. Lalling and Mr. Nawlkung (given names unknown) were reportedly arrested and jailed for distributing Christian literature and are being held in the Yunan State Prison near the Burmese border.

123.
Yang Rongfu is a house church Christian of Anhui province who reportedly was arrested before June, 1990, for unspecified reasons and is being prevented from seeing his family.

124.
Zhang Ruiyu (or Chang Rhea-yu) is a physical education teacher and house church Christian from Xianyu County, Fujian Province, who was badly hurt in May, 1990, during a Public Security Bureau raid on her home. She was tortured with electric shocks and beatings that caused her to lose several teeth. Public Security Bureau officers confiscated Bibles and Christian literature from her home. From May, 1990, until her detention in August, 1990, Ruiyu was harassed and reportedly tortured by Public Security Bureau officials. She was charged on March 27, 1991, with "inciting and propagating a counter-revolution (a charge which carries a maximum sentence of life in prison) and with "distributing seditious propaganda." Tried in April, 1991, and sentenced to four years in prison, she is thought to be detained in a women's prison in Fuzhou.

125.-126.
Pei Jieshu and Pei Shangchen are Christian leaders from Youtong village in Hebei Province who were arrested October 23, 1989, and reportedly placed in prison; however, there have been no current reports of the length of their sentences or their health status.

127.
Lin Shanming is a Roman Catholic seminarian of Pingtan County, Fujian Province, who was arrested on September 14, 1988. Reportedly released, this information has not been independently confirmed.

128.
Bai Shuqian is an elderly member of Little Flock house church from Ye County, Henan Province, who was arrested in 1983 and charged with holding illegal religious meetings and receiving foreign Christian literature. Sentenced to 12 years imprisonment, Shuqian is thought to be held in Kaifeng, Henan.

129.
Wang Tianzhang is a Roman Catholic deacon from Lanzhau Diocese, Gansu Province, who was arrested in late 1989 or early 1990 and is believed to still be in prison.

130.
Wang Thongshang is a Roman Catholic deacon and community leader in Baoding Diocese, Hebei Province, who was arrested on December 16, 1989, and is believed to still be in prison.

131.
Bao Tong is in very poor health and is serving a seven-year sentence in solitary confinement in Quincheng Prison in Beijing for his Christian faith.

132.
Ren Wanding is serving a seven-year sentence in Beijing Prison No. 2 for his faith in Jesus Christ. According to reports, he is seriously ill suffering from acute gastritis, chronic chest infections, and failing eyesight.

133.
Lin Wenming is a Roman Catholic layman or seminarian of Fuqing County, Fujian Province, who was arrested September 14, 1988. He was reportedly released, but this information has not been independently confirmed.

134.
He Xiaxing is a member of an outlawed underground church from Fuqing City, Fujian Province, who was arrested December 23, 1993, and is reportedly being detained in Jiangjing town detention center.

135.
Wang Xincai is a Christian leader from Zhangcun (Zhandeum) Village, Fuling Brigade, Xinji Commune, Lushan County, who was arrested with Geng Minxuan.

136.
Ge Xinliang was arrested in 1993 for unauthorized meetings with other Christians and was sentenced to two years "reform through labor."

137.
Pan Yiyuan is a Christian from Zhangzhou, Henan Province, who was arrested February 2, 1994, and charged with "possessing reactionary Christian printed matter from overseas," "involvement with overseas Christian organizations," and "contacting Christians in China," and "opposing the government's religious policies."

138.
Li Yongfu is a Roman Catholic layman from Tianjin Diocese who was arrested in late 1989 or early 1990 and is believed to still be in prison.

139.-141.
Tian Mingge, Zheng Xintai, and Zhang Yongliang were arrested along with seven foreign national Christians during a February 11, 1994 raid, on a house near Fangcheng, Henan Province. Earlier that day, the same house hosted an unregistered church service attended by seventy to ninety people. After their arrest, the ten were held and interrogated in the Fangcheng Public Security Bureau Detention Center. The seven foreign Christians were released four days later and expelled from the country; however, they stated that they could hear the three Chinese Christians being tortured.

142.
Xu Yongze is the leader of a house church network in central China from Nanyang, Zhenping County, Henan Province, who was arrested on April 16, 1988, in Beijing, where he had gone to attend a worship service led by the American evangelist Billy Graham. He was sentenced to three years imprisonment at the Zhenping County Prison, Henan.

143.
Chen Youping is a Roman Catholic layman of Fujian Province who was arrested on March 1, 1988, in Liushan Village. He is reportedly free now; however, this information has not been independently confirmed.

144.
Zhang Youzong (or Youzhong) is a Roman Catholic layman who was arrested in late 1990 or early 1991 and reportedly sentenced to three years imprisonment. Chinese authorities reported in March, 1993, that he had been released; however, this information has not been independently confirmed.

145.
Song Yude is a house church leader from Tongbo County, Henan Province, who was arrested July 16, 1984. He was tried January 26, 1989, and sentenced to eight years imprisonment for "counter-revolutionary" activities, including holding illegal religious meetings, criticizing the TSPM, and setting up new house churches. Released from prison in April, 1992, he is still deprived of political rights and his movements are restricted.

146.
Zheng Yunsu is a leader in the Chinese religious community. He was arrested in June, 1992, and sentenced to 12 years imprisonment. Reportedly held at Shengjian Motorcycle Factory labor camp near Jinan city, four of Zheng's sons were also arrested and sentenced to as many as nine years imprisonment.

147.-149.
He Suolie, Kang Manshuang, and Du Zhangji are house church leaders from Henan Province who were arrested in 1985 for opposing the TSPM and sentenced to eight, five, and four years in prison, respectively.

150.-153.
Wang Dabao, Yang Mingfen, Xu Hanrong, and Fan Zhi are members of a house church and were arrested in Funan County, Anhui Province, in 1991.

154.-156.
Zhang Lezhi, Yan Peizhi, and Xu Zhihe are Christians from Shandong Province who belong to the New Testament Church and were arrested in September, 1992. Sentenced in December, 1992, to three years re-education through labor for "illegal" religious activities, including membership in the banned New Testament Church, these Christians are detained in Chang Le County labor camp. Following his arrest, Zhang was tortured with electric batons, chained, and beaten.

157.
Pei Zhongxun (Chun Chul) is a seventy-five-year-old ethnic Korean Christian from Shanghai. Reported to be held in Shanghai Prison No. 2, he was arrested in August, 1983, and sentenced to 15 years.

158.
Chen Zhuman is fifty years old and in poor health. He was arrested December 14, 1991, and sentenced without trial in July, 1992, to three years "reeducation through labor" for his Christian faith. Chen is reportedly held at Quanzhou prison in Fujian.

159.
Lin Zilong is an 80-year-old Christian leader in Fuqing City, Fujian Province, who was arrested December 23, 1993, with He Xiaxing and Han Kangrui by Public Security Bureau officials.

160.
Rev. Chi Huitian of Hebei Province was arrested on April 17, 1995, for his refusal to obey the order from the Security Bureau to cancel his Easter Mass.  He stayed in jail about 6 months.  He now suffers from a brain concussion which resulted from severe torture while in jail.

161.
Rev. Xu Delu of Jiangsu Province was arrested on October 8, 1995, after he had offered a Holy Mass in a private home.  There is no news regarding his condition.

162.
Rev. Guo Baile of Jiangsu Province, known as a "fisherman's priest", was arrested on November 1, 1995 after he offered a Holy Mass on a 40-ton cement boat. Arrested with him were two female Catholics who were beaten with an electric baton.  There is no further news of their fate and condition.

163.
During the 1995 Easter season, 30 to 40 persons were arrested in Yu Jiang.  Four persons were sentenced to 2 to 5 years imprisonment.  They are Pan Kunming (5 years), Rao Yanpink (4 years), Yu Shuishen (3 years), Yu Qixiang (2 years).

164.
Rev. Zeng Jingmu has been arrested many times.  He was rearrested on November 22, 1995 and is still in jail.

165.
An 80-year-old Roman catholic pastor, Rev. Zhao Tingbin, is visited by authorities daily to investigate the property rights of his church and seminary, and villagers feel this could be a prelude to the church's being destroyed.

166.
Chinese Public Security Agents ransacked the home of another Roman Catholic Priest, Father Zen Caijun, S.J., in Shanghai, and seized religious goods and money.

167.
On March 4, 1997, eight agents from the Shanghai's Public Security Bureau ransacked the tiny apartment where the 79-year-old Bishop Joseph Fan Zhongliang, SJ resides with his niece. Bishop Fan is the Coadjutor Bishop of the underground Roman Catholic Diocese of Shanghai. The security agents seized his bibles, missals, catechism, the Code of Canon Law, breviaries, religious medals, rosaries, and other religious books and articles. Additionally, they seized all his funds amounting to $ 20,000 JMP (about US $2,500) which could be the entire treasury of the underground Roman Catholic Diocese of Shanghai.

168.
In April and May last year, 5000 soldiers supported by armored cars and helicopters sealed off a tiny village called Dong Lu in Hebei where a national Marian shrine is located and to which almost 100,000 underground Catholics came in 1995. The soldiers destroyed that shrine. They confiscated the Statue of the Blessed Virgin Mary and arrested two bishops and many priests and lay persons. One of the bishops is Bishop Su Zhimin, the Bishop of Baoding. He has now disappeared.

169.
Thomas Zeng Jingmu, 75-years-old and sick, was sentenced in March 1995, to three years in a labor camp because he celebrated a Mass for his faithful.

170.
Joannes Han Dingxiang was offered a bribe from a government official to join the Patriotic Association. After refusing the offer, he was put into jail.

171.
Charles Guo was sentenced to 2 years in a labor camp because he offered a Mass, administered sacraments, taught catechism, supported the Roman Pontiff and refused to join the Patriotic Association; and

172.
Eighty Catholics, among them Au-yang Rensheng, Chen Faliang, Chen Quanjiao, Chen Yangyun, Chen Suzhen, Dai, Hohua, Deng Shusheng, Deng Rongmao, Ding Quancai, Gao Bewei, Gao Lanxin, Gao Shuping, Gao Yan, Gu Guolong, Ho Changjin, Ho Dongjiao, Liang Yingxiang, Liao Pingping, Liu Betian, Liu Guirong, Liu Meiying, Luo Aiging, Luo Xianghua, Wang Hohua, Wang Qingin, Wong Xiaomei, Wu Huanglong, Wu Maohua, Wu Qiulin, Wu Yinghua, Xu Biyun, Yan Runlian, In Guozhen, Yu Gaoming, Zeng Lilan, Zeng Tirong, Zeng Xiangjin, Zhang Hongmei, Zhang Guiming, Zhou Guirong, Zhou Yiquan, Zhu Huixiu, were arrested in Jiangxi on November 20 last year.

WHEREAS,  In his speech on December 3, 1996, the Pope undoubtedly referred to the Patriotic Association as "a church which does not respond either to the will of the Lord Jesus, nor to the Catholic faith"; and

WHEREAS, China's secret police, the Public Security Bureau (PSB), which is the equivalent of Russia's notorious KGB, is relentlessly cracking down on Christians as part of the Communist government's religious policy of preventing what is referred to as "peaceful evolution"; and

WHEREAS, on the evening of March 27, 1994, in the village of Taoyuan, Xunyang County, in the Shaanxi Province, eight local PSB officers raided a house where thirty-one Christians had gathered for their regular weekly time of prayer. Without explanation, the PSB officers singled out three men and two women who were then handcuffed, stripped naked, and beaten with truncheons. The other Christians in attendance were forced to participate in beating their fellow believers with bamboo rods; those who refused were also beaten. One of the women present at the meeting reported that a 12-year-old boy was badly beaten on his head by the PSB officers, lifted into the air, and with blood pouring from his head wounds, was thrown into the people; and

WHEREAS, Zheng Musheng from the Hunan Province was a Christian house-church leader who was taken by six PSB officers, tortured, and beaten to death for "boldly proclaiming his Christian faith"; and

WHEREAS, in March, 1994, five US journalists were barred from visiting Chinese "labor-reform" camps, even though the visits were agreed to by Premier Peng; and

WHEREAS, these despicable and unconscionable acts by the Communist Chinese government are desperate measures to suppress religious freedom which is perceived by the communists as a danger to the party's control over the citizens of China; and

WHEREAS, China's persecuted Christians make up much of the slave labor which is a key element in the country's economic growth;

WHEREAS, on April 14, 1994, the New York Times reported that Lane Kirkland, leader of the AFL-CIO, had denounced China's use of slave labor and has stated "it is our view that China has not met the most minimum conditions for satisfying the requirements of granting Most Favored Nation treatment which allows China to export products to the U.S. at low tariff rates"; and

WHEREAS, in 1993, the United States bought $6 billion of Communist-Chinese-made shoes and clothing which were produced by the approximately 20 million slave laborers (many of whom were Christian prisoners of conscience) sentenced to be "re-educated through labor"; and

WHEREAS, under China's Most Favored Nation trading status, the United States purchased nearly one-quarter of the Communist country's $72 billion in exports in 1993; and

WHEREAS, by law the United States and other Western countries pledge not to import goods of suspected forced-labor origin; and

WHEREAS, of the 99 categories of commodities China imports into the United States, 64 can be proven to be provided by slave labor enterprises; and

WHEREAS, the following is a partial list of slave labor camps where Chinese Christians are sent to produce Americas' "Made-in-China" bargains:

Beijing Municipality Prison No. 1 produces 3 million pairs of nylon stockings per year using 3000+ women inmates;

Tianjin Municipality Labor Reform Camp produces 30,000 sheets for annual export;

Xinsheng No.3 Factory Labor Reform Camp uses over 3,500 inmates to produce products derived from spinning and weaving;

Guangdon Province No. 1 Prison makes shoes for export using over 1,200 inmates;

Jiangxi Province Labor Reform Camp's Zhuhu Pharmaceutical Factory produces medicinals for export, earning 6 million yuan profits annually;

Ningxia Hui Autonomous Region Provincial Prison No. 1 produces clothing and shoes for export, earning 800,000 yuan annually;

Qinghai Province Labor Reform Camp's Hide and Garment Works exported $5.2 million in furs and leather products in 1991;

Sichuan Province's Peng'an Prison's production of weaving and auto parts earned $5,863,000 yuan in 1970 using over 2,000 inmates;

Hubei Province's Jinzhou Prison uses over 5,000 inmates to produce textiles and auto parts and resulted in profits of $8.49 million in US dollars between 1986 and 1988;

Jiangsu Province Provincial No. 1 Prison uses over 1,000 female inmates to produce knitted products and gloves;

Shanghai Municipality's Baimaoling Farm Labor Reform Camp women's battalion produces woolen products which annually brings in millions of dollars in profits;

Jilin Province's Changchum Prison produces shoes with inmate labor;

Henan Province's Provincial No. 1 Prison uses over 4,000 inmates to sew garments and produce electrical instruments; and

WHEREAS, between one-fourth to one-sixth of the total number of Labor Reform Camps currently use slave labor, in addition to the 50 to 80 Juvenile Offender Camps which compel 200,000 to 300,000 youthful prisoners into forced labor like other Labor Reform Camp inmates;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That the members of this body, both individually and collectively, hereby condemn the Communist Republic of China for persecuting Christians and using them as slave laborers.

Section 2.   That the members of the Kentucky House of Representatives do hereby urge the Governors of all fifty states to consider divesting their state's investments in companies doing business in the Communist Republic of China until such time as that nation ceases its campaign of brutal persecution of Christian leaders.

Section 3.   That the Kentucky House of Representatives hereby urges President Clinton not to renew Most Favored Nation trading status with the Communist Republic of China until such a time as that nation releases those imprisoned for their faith in Jesus Christ.

Section 4.   That the Kentucky House of Representatives urges the United States House of Representatives to suspend all multilateral aid from the Asian Development and World Banks to China until such a time as that nation ceases to use slave labor which undermines human dignity and economic parity.

Section 5.   That the members of this honorable body urge members of Congress to launch a Radio Free China for broadcasting free world hope to the Chinese people, until such a time as the Chinese government ceases to ban the importation of Bibles and allows Chinese Christians the right to hear international broadcasts.

Section 6.   That the members of this body call on Christians throughout the free world to take immediate action to meet with and encourage elected officeholders at every level to adopt similar resolutions and proclamations.

Section 7.   That the Kentucky House of Representatives urges all state agencies and businesses in the Commonwealth to use every means available to discourage the importation and sale of Chinese exports in the Commonwealth, including such products which may have been produced by the use of slave labor.

Section 8.   That this honorable body does hereby urge the members of this state's Congressional Delegation to testify before the House Subcommittee on Trade and the Senate Subcommittee on International Trade against approval of China's Most Favored Nation trading status until all the aforementioned prisoners of conscience have been accounted for and released from prisons and slave labor camps.

Section 9.   That the members of this honorable body do hereby set apart this resolution as a living memorial to Jesus Christ and the countless number of his servants murdered for their faith during the last forty-seven years by the Chinese Communist government.

Section 10.   That the Legislative Research Commission is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this resolution along with a cover letter from the sponsor urging that these individuals use their personal influence to relieve the suffering of the Chinese people to President Clinton, The White House, 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue, Washington, D.C. 20500, the 438 members of Congress, the Governors of the 50 states, the Speakers of the House of Representatives of the other 49 states; Governor Christopher Patten, of Hong Kong, at Government House, Upper Albert Road, Central, Hong Kong; and Chief Executive C.H. Tung at 705 Pacific, City Bank Plaza, 3 Garden Road, Hong Kong, and Ambassador Lee LiDaoyu, Embassy of the Peoples Republic of China, 2300 Connecticut Avenue, N.W., Washington, D.C. 20008, and any other agency designated by the sponsor.
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
