WHEREAS, Ronald L. Kenner, Sr., the Sheriff of Boone County, Kentucky, traversed these earthly bounds on May 15, 1997, at 65 years of age; and

WHEREAS, Ronald L. Kenner, Sr., was elected Sheriff of Boone County in 1994, and he served as Deputy Sheriff from 1970 to 1973 and Chief Deputy Sheriff from 1982 through 1993; and

WHEREAS, Sheriff Kenner's biggest concern was always the public, and he was the first Sheriff of Boone County to provide its citizens with 24-hours-a-day, 7-days-a-week service and patrol; and

WHEREAS, Sheriff Kenner worked constantly to make the streets and schools drug-free; and

WHEREAS, one of Sheriff Kenner's top priorities was the development of a well-trained and professional staff, including the Sheriff's Special Response Team; and

WHEREAS, Sheriff Kenner's proudest accomplishment was the development of the Honor Guard, whose bright red coats, black pants, brown riding boots, and tan campaign hats were a dream come true for Sheriff Kenner; and

WHEREAS, Sheriff Kenner was instrumental in the development of standards for the Department's uniforms, and his Sheriff's Office was designated Best Dressed Department in the nation; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sheriff Ronald L. Kenner, Sr., has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
