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A RESOLUTION in honor and loving memory of Mr. Paul G. Blazer, Jr. 

WHEREAS, on May 29, 1997, the City of Ashland and the Commonwealth of Kentucky lost a great citizen and philanthropist, Mr. Paul G. Blazer, Jr.; and

WHEREAS, as the namesake of Ashland Oil Co. founder and long-time CEO Paul G. Blazer, Sr., Paul G. Blazer, Jr. spent the first of his thirty-eight year career at Ashland Oil in a number of different positions, before finally setting into a seventeen year tenure with the philanthropic arm of Ashland Oil, the Ashland Foundation; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the numerous philanthropic efforts executed through his position at the Ashland Foundation, Paul G. Blazer, Jr. made a number of personal contributions to his community, including the endowment of the Paul G. Blazer Health Education Center of King's Daughter's Medical Center which includes a library and conference rooms for meetings and continuing education; and 

WHEREAS, Paul G. Blazer, Jr. was a former president of the Medical Foundation of the University of Kentucky, an organization that served as a catalyst for the formation of the highly respected University of Kentucky College of Medicine; and

WHEREAS, in addition, Paul G. Blazer, Jr. was instrumental in founding the original Greater Ashland Foundation, now called the Foundation for the Tri-State Community, and the Jesse Stuart Foundation, which helped to introduce the beautiful works of the Greenup county native to a new generation of young minds; and

WHEREAS, from time to time it is appropriate to honor those who devote their lives to the betterment of others, and Paul G. Blazer, Jr. was one such man, concerned not only with the welfare of the Ashland community, but also with that of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Paul G. Blazer, Jr. worked throughout his life to ensure that his own community and the Commonwealth of Kentucky were endowed with a sense of security and pride, and he will be sincerely missed across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body hereby honors and remembers Mr. Paul G. Blazer, Jr., great Kentucky patriot and philanthropist, and extends to his family and all whose lives he touched its deepest sympathy.
