MEASURE'S PURPOSE: HFA #2 to 98 RS HB 455/HCS deletes provisions for legislators to be included on the Criminal Justice Council and deletes provision eliminating probation, shock probation, parole, conditional discharge, or any other form of early release when felon wore body armor from HB 455/HCS.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA #2 to 98 RS HB 455/HCS amends as follows:

Section 27:  Amends KRS 15A.040 to direct the duties and membership of the Criminal Justice Council (House Floor Amendment 2 eliminates legislators from membership on this council;

Section 71:  Creates a new section of KRS 533 to prohibit probation, shock probation, parole, conditional discharge, or any other form of early release for persons found guilty of a felony offense while wearing body armor (House Floor Amendment 2 deletes this section);

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HFA #2 does not have a negative fiscal impact on HB 455/HCS.  The fiscal impact of House Bill 455/HCS is indeterminable because the information that has been received, does not totally address the broad reach of its provisions.  This legislation will impact numerous state agencies, as well as local government units throughout the Commonwealth.  State agencies affected by this legislation include:  Justice Cabinet, Administrative Office of the Courts, Cabinet for Human Resources, Public Defender's Office, Attorney General's Office, and Department of Education.
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
