Summary of Legislation:  

Section 1 modifies KRS 510.050 by raising the minimum age of the victim for crime of Rape II from age 14 to 16.  The age of the defendant is 18 and over.  It also adds condition of sexual intercourse with another incapable of consent.  The section is in conflict with KRS 510.060 which sets age of defendant at 21 if victim is under age of 16.  Rape III is also defined as sexual intercourse with another who is incapable of consent.  Rape II is a Class C felony, Rape III is a Class D felony.

Section 2 modifies KRS 510.080, Sodomy II in same manner as section 1 deals with Rape II.  It also has same conflict as section 1 with KRS 510.090, Sodomy III.

Section 3 modifies KRS 510.100 to define the felony as Sodomy III.  This conflicts with KRS 510.090 which also defines Sodomy III.

Section 4 increases sentence for Sexual Abuse I from Class D to Class C felony.

Section 5 increases penalty for Sexual Abuse II from Class A misdemeanor to Class D felony.

Section 6 increases penalty for Sexual Abuse III from Class B misdemeanor to Class A misdemeanor.

Section 7 prohibits furlough or other community release for individuals guilty of felony offenses under KRS 510.

Section 8 prohibits any form of good time for persons found guilty of offenses under KRS 510.

Section 9 requires notification of release to be posted by sheriffs or chiefs of police for a minimum of 7 days.

Section 10 prohibits shock probation, parole or other early release for persons convicted for felonies in KRS 510.  Persons with a sentence of life without parole for 25 years will remain eligible for parole.

Section 11 removes persons convicted of felonies under KRS 510 from definition of “violent offender”.
Section 12 - 15 modifies definition of various KRS Chapters removing language concerning Chapter 510 felony convictions.

Section 16 prohibits probation, shock probation is suspended sentence, or home incarceration for persons convicted of felonies in KRS 510.
Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):
If it is assumed section 1 and 2 attempt to modify definition of Rape II and Sodomy II to include definitions of Rape III and Sodomy III this would increase sentence of individuals convicted of Rape III and Sodomy III.  The Department averages 66 commitments per year for these offenses.  The median sentence for Rape II is 8.5 years, for Rape III it is 4 years, an increase of 4.5 years for 52 inmates.  The median sentence for Sodomy II is 10 years, for Sodomy III it is 5 years, an increase of 5 years for 14 inmates.

Section 4 increases sentence for Sexual Abuse I from Class D to Class C felony.  The Department currently receives 163 commitments per year with median sentence of 5 years.  Increasing felony Class C would change sentence to 10 years, an increase of 5 years for 163 inmates.

Section 5 makes Sexual Abuse II a Class D felony which could add 21 inmates annually with a sentence of 5 years.

The remainder of the bill denies good time, parole or any other type of early release for sex offenders.  Approximately 139 sex offenders are released each year.  Serving entire sentence would add 43 months each for a total of 5977 additional months. 

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The combined effect of the provisions of this bill will add an estimated 1,725 inmates to the prison system within 10 years after enactment at an annual cost of approximately $25M not including the cost of building prison beds for these inmates which maybe as much as $100M.
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
