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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This measure permits an increase in the ad valorem tax rate from $0.04 to $0.10 per $100 of value that public health taxing districts may levy.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This measure amends KRS 212.755 to allow public health districts to impose an ad valorem tax at the rate of $0.10 per $100 of value. Under current law, public health districts may impose an ad valorem tax not to exceed $0.04 per $100 of value.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

There is no state fiscal impact. However, it could increase the tax revenue received by public health taxing districts, if fiscal courts choose to levy the tax.
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
