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AN ACT relating to wills.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 394.090 is amended to read as follows:

A[Every] will shall not be revoked by the marriage of the person who made the will[, except:

(1)
A will made in exercise of a power of appointment when the estate thereby appointed would not, in default of such appointment, pass to the heir, personal representative, or next of kin of the person who made the will;

(2)
A will that expressly provides that it is intended that a subsequent marriage shall not revoke the will;

(3)
A will that expressly provides for the person who later becomes the spouse of the deceased and is married to the testator on the date of death].

Section 2.   KRS 394.080 is amended to read as follows:

No will or codicil, or any part thereof, shall be revoked, except: 

(1)[
As provided in KRS 394.090; 

(2)]
By subsequent will or codicil; 

(2)[(3)]
By some writing declaring an intention to revoke the will or codicil, and executed in the manner in which a will is required to be executed; or 

(3)[(4)]
By the person who made the will, or some person in his presence and by his direction, cutting, tearing, burning, obliterating, canceling, or destroying the will or codicil, or the signature thereto, with the intent to revoke.
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
